1. KIROYAL DU VINOIS - Quality individual starting for the first time in over 2 months. Shoes
fitted on this occasion and best to hold off

2. KALISCO PLANCHETTE - Ran 2nd to KART HAUFOR (14) on 21 December, went close 4th
to him again here on 13 January, and it will not be long before the tables are turned. Chance

3. KOMAN - Handy sort but has just the one run under his belt since the summer, and with shoes
on can be passed over

4. KARMEN DE MONTCEAU - Capable on a good day but has not been seen out since last July.
Sports modified shoeing but still has nothing to offer

5. KHEOPS BOURBON - Ran respectably in an Argentan Class F a fortnight ago but stays shod
and is unlikely to influence the result

6. KAPITEN DU MELEUC - Tricky type making first appearance since 21 November. Just hind
shoes off this time but still has no possible chance

7. KITO TURGOT - Returns to France after spending 4 fruitful months in Mallorca. Is not the
biggest fan of Vincennes but will be barefoot and reined by Franck Nivard

8. KEOPS DE JUMILLY - Lost his way after imposing across town in October. Returns to racing
barefoot but still not easy to recommend

9. KOKA DU DOUET - Good servant for the most part but is better in the claiming category and
will struggle to make his mark

10. KAIROS DE BOMO - Got back in the game on 13 January when 3rd, a place behind KART
HAUFOR (14), in a Class E over course and distance. Is not a priority but, with form maintained,
can pick up some more prizemoney

11. KELAS - Useful sort that seldom lets the side down when focused. Goes barefoot following
an Argentan re-entry run and, with application, can get in on the action

12. KADOR JOSSELYN - Is no champion but nevertheless raced better here on Boxing Day than
the result would suggest. Is by no means a priority but does have the wherewithal to get a look in

13. KIBORA BUISSONAY - Reliability not her strong suit but can trot when she has the mind to.
Ran excellent 2nd in a Class D over the inner course 12 days ago and will not be sent out at 31-1
this time

14. KART HAUFOR - Serious sort that has never failed to deliver in current configuration. Has
left no doubt about his form and has every chance of winning a race of this category

15. KANEM - Not always the most dependable but showed at Argentan recently that he was back
on the right road. More competitively-shod this time and, if applied, can finish close
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16. KESSERO - Has done nothing but improve since the autumn, most recently securing a Class
F over 2850m here a month ago. Trainer could not have hoped for a better entry and will be
determined to capitalise. Place prospect

Summary: Revitalised since returning to racing with pads fitted, KART HAUFOR (14) just missed
out on the hat-trick here last month, but David Thomain will be legitimately confident of setting the
record straight. KALISCO PLANCHETTE (2) has twice finished close to her recently and
Alexandre Abrivard steps in for the injured Paul Ploquin. Nicely-engaged and clearly at the top of
his game, KESSERO (16) steps back up in category with every chance of making the frame once
again. Similarly well-entered, KANEM (15) sports a fresh formula after having reassured here 3
weeks ago.

2. LAMBADA DU GOUTIER - Runner-up in Gr.2 Prix Philippe du Rozier under these conditions
earlier in the meeting but has not been quite as sharp since and others preferred

3. KIKI AND CO - Particularly capable when he has his mind on the game. Alexandre Abrivard
back in the bike and can get in on the action if he manages to keep his charge trotting

4. KATCHINA FOR CLARA - Sprang a 98-1 surprise when 5th in Gr.1 Prix Bilibili here on 14
December. Is fitted with pads this time, has little love for the day's conditions, and can be passed
over

5. LOTUS ZEN - Good campaigner but showed the limit of his capacity when last but one behind
LASKO DES BROUSSES (8) here early last month, and would be preferred at a lower level

6. LARA DU LERRE - Came 5th of 10 in a Gr.2 over course and distance a week ago. Has
ground to make up but still has the means to make first 5

7. KENTUCKY IDEAL - Faithful servant that was superb under harness here on 13 January.
Presents fine monte credentials, will be fully fit by now, and can contest the finish

8. LASKO DES BROUSSES - As good in one code as the other and is plainly in excellent shape.
Is in his category this time and enjoys a decent chance of getting his way

9. KOOL DES CHAMPS - Pleasant 2nd in a Cagnes Class D on monte debut early last month,
but is taking on too much this time

10. LOVISSIME - Versatile mare that goes over any trip and is a Gr.2 winner over 2175m here.
Has a pair of conditioners under her belt this term and Guillaume Martin can be confident of a big
run

11. KAVIARISSIME - Drops down the category-ladder after coming 5th in a 2700m Gr.3 here 2
weeks ago. Is not about to get his nose in front but is unlikely to go home empty-handed either

Summary: A fine servant in this branch of the business, LASKO DES BROUSSES (8) drops
back in category after running 5th in a Gr.3 here and, even though new to 2175m, still looks
capable of securing this. Damien Bonne will still want to keep an eye on the in-form KENTUCKY
IDEAL (7) who has twice finished 2nd in 3 starts over course and distance, and the good LE
PRIEURE (1) who returns to racing barefoot after being conditioned under harness here in mid-
January. LOVISSIME (10) has won twice in 3 starts under these conditions and faces her first
objective of the winter with front shoes off and a good hand to play.

1. NEPTUNE DES ARRIS - Respectable filly but has nothing to offer in this class of race and can
be passed over

2. NINJA DE L'ENVOL - Winner of his last 2 starts, both Vincennes claimers, but in this company
is not a concern

3. NOT THIS TIME - Has taken superbly to both the discipline and the venue. Was highly-
impressive here on 11 January and is easy to recommend for the win

4. NEW QUALITY - Won a Class C over course and distance during the summer but has not
been as sharp since. Has evident talent though and fitting front pads may be just what the doctor
ordered

5. NANIKA DU PONT - Won 2 of 3 before the turn of the year, then last of 10 in Gr.2 Prix
Roquepine last weekend, and is not about to shake things up

6. NAT KING COLE - Gr.3-placed over the inner course before coming 5th in a 2700m Gr.2 here
last weekend. Fitted with hind pads this time and can bring the fight to NOT THIS TIME (3)

7. NECTAR D'AVIGNERE - Moves back down the category-ladder after biting off more than he
could chew this winter. Sports modified shoeing but still represents no more than a minor place
chance

8. NUAGE DE BEAUCAMPS - 5th in a Gr.2 over course and distance on 3 January. Has
previously imposed over 2175m here and Franck Ouvrie will be justifiably confident of getting in
on the action. Place prospect

9. NOELA JOSSELYN - Back at a more suitable distance after running 5th in 2700m Gr.2 Prix
Roquépine last weekend. Is unlikely to lose her maiden tag against the colts but can nevertheless
compete for a place in the picture

10. NORMA JEANE - Useful filly for the most part but tends to prefer the inner course.
Courageous 6th in Gr.2 Prix Roquépine though and in similar form can confirm

Summary: A fine colt with a bright future, NOT THIS TIME (3) routed the opposition over longer
here 3 weeks ago and even over this shorter trip still looks the one to beat. He will be opposed
though by a reconfigured NAT KING COLE (6) who held his own in a Gr.2 here last weekend,
and NUAGE DE BEAUCAMPS (8) who was by no means disgraced in the Gr.2 Prix Maurice de
Gheest. Third in the Gr.2 Prix Gelinotte over course and distance a month back, NOELA
JOSSELYN (9) must be afforded respect.

1. ELEGANCE KRONOS - Has shown decent aptitude for the ridden discipline but will need to
show improvement on her 4th place behind KAPAULA DE L'EPINE (7) in Gr.3 Prix Léon Tacquet
on 3 January

2. ILLUSION JIPAD - Has evident ability but was friendless when eliminated here on 20
December and quite simply has nothing to contribute

3. JEEGHA PRIDE - Seldom seen under the saddle but nevertheless boasts excellent references
under these conditions. Is not easy to gauge but is not one to be discounted either

4. JE M'ENVOLE - Had been on a fine run of form until being eliminated early in the race of
reference. Is a Gr.1 winner over 2175m here and, although unlikely to win this, can nevertheless
finish in the mix

5. GOLD VOICE - Honest mare that always gives her best and has references over 2175m here.
In this company though will have her work cut out

6. KEENGAME - Superb at Vincennes this winter but lost her action early in the Prix de Cornulier.
Enjoys good speed and can make her presence felt if Anthony Barrier manages to keep her mind
on the task ahead

7. KAPAULA DE L'EPINE - Beat KEENGAME (6) in Gr.3 Prix Léon Tacquet here a month ago
but came a cropper early in the Cornulier. Is never far from faulting and others easier to trust

8. HALFA - 3rd in Gr.2 Prix du Calvados on 4 January before coming valiant 6th in the Cornulier.
Will not be sent out at 122-1 this time but is unlikely to be as competitive either

9. JEROBOAM D'ERABLE - Showed great tenacity to run 3rd, a place behind INA DU RIB (14),
in 2700m Gr.1 Prix de Cornulier 2 weeks ago. Is a Gr.2 winner over course and distance and can
turn the tables on Joél Hallais' mare

10. KYT KAT - Has looked very ordinary since winning a 2700m Gr.2 here in early-October. Is a
Gr.1 winner over track and trip but his current condition does little to inspire confidence

11. IT'S A DOLLARMAKER - Good class of trotter that would have finished close in Prix de
Cornulier had he stayed focused. Will appreciate returning to 2175m and can have his way this
time

12. JEAN BALTHAZAR - 3rd in this race last year before going on to win Gr.1 Prix des
Centaures. Has turned a corner lately and, while unlikely to get his nose in front, can
nevertheless put in another good showing

13. HIRONDELLE DU RIB - Classy Gr.1-winning mare but has been out of sorts for some time
and must first reaffirm

14. INA DU RIB - Defied her 16-1 to come 2nd in 2700m Gr.1 Prix de Cornulier 2 weeks ago. Is
the Prix de I'lle-de-France incumbent and is in with a realistic shout of repeating

15. IDEALE DU CHENE - Good, consistent mare that ran fine 5th in the Cornulier. Pierre-Yves
Verva takes over in the bike and is unlikely to be far from the action at the business end of affairs
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Summary: Facile winner of the Gr.2 Prix Reynolds over course and distance in November, IT'S A
DOLLARMAKER (11) failed to confirm when hanging in the Prix de Cornulier a fortnight ago.
Benjamin Rochard takes over in the saddle and can win this if he manages to keep his charge
trotting in a straight line. Third that day, the excellent JEROBOAM D'ERABLE (9) will be expected
to contest the finish, as will the classy INA DU RIB (14) who won this race 12 months ago.
IDEALE DU CHENE (15) has twice run 2nd in this race and will be expected to show marked
improvement on her Cornulier result. JEAN BALTHAZAR (12) finished a place ahead of her 2
weeks ago, ran 3rd in this race in 2025, and is unlikely to disappoint.

2. HETRE D'OURVILLE - Went off the boil last spring and picked up this winter where he left off.
Is confirmed here but in current condition cannot be recommended

3. GASSMAN D'ESSA - 65-1 4th to GRAZIELA D'EL (8) here in early-December but failed to
confirm in a claimer 10 days ago and can be be confidently ruled out

4. HAIKIDO - Surprise 4th in a Class D over 2100m here before being trounced in a Class B on
Thursday, and backs up with little to offer

5. FULL CASH DE PADD - Starts for the first time since late November. Is barefoot for the
occasion but has little liking for Vincennes conditions

6. FERGIE HIGHLAND - Disappointing in all 3 starts so far this winter and will need to improve
on latest 7th in race of reference

7. HORIZON D'EYMY - Hardy trotter with nothing to prove a this level. Is new to 2700m here but
proved at Le Croise-Laroche that he gets the trip and will be barefoot for the occasion

8. GRAZIELA D'EL - Difficult but talented mare dropping back in category after a modest Class C
run last weekend. Has already won at this level during the winter and, although better over
shorter, is still worth retaining

9. HERMES LUDOIS - Steps up in category after pleasing in a claimer here 10 days ago, and is
not about to create an upset

10. HAJIME - Barring a September elimination, has been firing on all cylinders for past year.
Comfortably imposed on comeback in Lyon and can play a leading role if he stays in stride

11. GUMP DU PONCELET - Unluckily eliminated in a 2100m Class D here 2.5 weeks ago when
plainly going good-guns. Has been revitalised since moving yard and can win this if kept out of
harm's way

12. HISTORIC DAY - 4th in a Bordeaux Class B before prepping in the race of reference. Goes
barefoot this time and can play a role if Nicolas Bazire keeps him focused

13. HOUARNEAU - Difficult element with better credentials under the saddle and can expect to
have few friends

14. GREAT DANCER - Faithful sort returning to the mainland after a productive year in Corsica.
Has solid references under these conditions, is barefoot following the break, and the engagement
of Yoann Lebourgeois bodes well for his chances

15. HYDROMEL - Has gone from strength to strength lately, most recently running 4th in a
2100m Class D here 2.5 weeks ago. Benjamin Rochard will ably replace the suspended Eric
Raffin and should prove competitive once more
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16. GUCCI DE BARB - Complicated individual that failed to deliver in last 2, latterly 15 January
race of reference. Is ideally-entered and, with Matthieu Abrivard reining, will be afforded every
chance

Summary: Winner in Bordeaux in early-December before being eliminated when full of running
here in mid-January, GUMP DU PONCELET (11) should be able to wrap this up if he keeps
trotting. HAJIME (10) comes here on a hat-trick though and being entrusted to Mathieu Mottier
will do his chances no disservice. On paper, GUCCI DE BARB (16) may not be an obvious choice
but he benefits from a terrific entry and will be shod to preference. Similarly well-engaged,
HYDROMEL (15) beat a number of these last time and can challenge for a spot on the podium.

3. GOELICHER ST - Handy ltalian colt making first appearance since holding his own in a Gr.3
here on 13 December. In less-elevated company this time and looks thoroughly capable of
getting his head in front

4. MENTOR DE PLAY - Pleasant 5th behind MODESTO (10) in a Class C over course and
distance on 28 December. Is barefoot on this occasion but still has more to find

5. GOLD MAIL - Made his Vincennes bow a victorious one, winning a 2850m Class D last
Tuesday, and can again figure prominently if still on the boil

6. MACHUCAMBO - Well-regarded colt dropping back in category after failing to deliver in a
Class A here on 20 December. Should be full fit by now and will be expected to show
improvement

7. MELI MELO DE CHENU - Made is 2 wins from 3 starts at Vincennes when winning a Class D
under these conditions on 5 January. Has earned the right to compete at this level and is easy to
like for a place on the podium

8. MAESTRO JAMINI - Has ability but reliability not his strong suit. Is proven over track and trip
though and, competitively-shod for the first time, will be one to monitor

9. MAMBO DRY - Improving element that won his last 2 here unopposed. Is moving up the
category-ladder but still looks a leading contender

10. MODESTO - Nicely-entered colt that ran 3rd in a Class C under these conditions in late-
December. Sports a fresh configuration this time and can again make first 5

Summary: Back to racing competitively-shod after his fine Vincennes introduction in December,
GOELICHER ST (3) takes a dip in category and it would be no surprise to see him win this. That
being said, MAMBO DRY (9) comes here on a hat-trick, and MELI MELO DE CHENU (7) showed
his form under the snow here early last month. Another talented transalpine raider, GOLD MAIL
(5) dominated a Class D here earlier in the week and must be taken at face value.

3. | LOVE IGNY - Missed out on the hat-trick in mid-December when 2nd in a Class F at Le
Croise-Laroche. Has never delivered over 2100m here but is in rude health, goes particularly well
for his driver, and from the 3-spot cannot be ignored

4. HEAGLE ONE - Has been a complete write-off since late-September and with shoes on will
have nothing to contribute

5. IRRATI DUEM - Made up for a pair of eliminations when 4th in an Agen Class E a fortnight
ago. Goes barefoot again, from the front line, and with Mathieu Mottier reining could win his first
race since October 2024

6. HORSERIS - Honest trotter that ran 4th in a 2850m claimer here on 14 January, but is plainly
being aimed too high this time

7. ILLICO DE BOUTEAU - Back under harness following a pair of unexceptional monte runs last
month. Sports pads once again but can play a part if his driver takes advantage of the front-line
start

8. GRANTCHESTER - Capable on a good day but has looked ordinary recently and is unlikely to
spring any surprises

9. | LOVE JOSSELYN - Imposed at Nancy before coming 2nd at Cagnes late last year. Is back
barefoot after a 2850m conditioner here last month and will be no pushover if still on the boil

10. INTREPIDE DES BOIS - Capable sort but has placed just once in 9 main-track starts.
Encouraged at Graignes late-December and should not be entirely overlooked

11. GALON D'AMIRAL - Unremarkable veteran that has been eliminated in 6 of last 7 starts and
can be confidently disregarded

12. GUEPARD GRIFF - Useful but flighty type making first appearance since early-November. Is
barefoot for return but still not an obvious choice

13. INVICTUS DE NILREM - Has done little of note since imposing at Le Croise-Laroche in late-
October. Has yet to produce the goods at Vincennes and the draw will not help matters

14. IDEFIX JIHEM - Quality element with better references in the other code. Is not a priority but
with Benjamin Rochard reining will be assured a competitive drive

15. 1IZIJAL - Serious sort with nothing to prove under these conditions. Has been knocking at the
door lately but is in marginally less-elevated company this time and can bring home the bacon
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16. ISSI TOP - Is not cut from the same cloth as others here but always gives his best. Imposed
easily in an amateurs Class F over course and distance in late-December but the draw will do him

no favours

Summary: Consistently performant in his current configuration, 1ZIJAL (15) has twice run 3rd
over course and distance this winter; he has pulled a rough number here but with Alexandre
Abrivard in the bike can open his 2026 account. They will still feel the heat from the better-
positioned IRRATI DUEM (5) who makes his Vincennes debut in fine fettle, and INEDIT DU
PAVILLON (1) who has been showing his form in the provinces. Barefoot this time after having
prepped in the amateur division, IDEAL MOSSA (2) will not be far off the mark if Jonathan
Vanmeerbeck keeps him focused.

2. MOON LIGHT RIVER - Capable filly but has shown better aptitude for racing clockwise and
can be passed over

3. MY DESTINY QUEEN - Unexceptional element with better prospects in the claiming division
and can be confidently ruled out

4. MYSTIC DES FORGES - Showed considerable improvement when 4th in a Class D over
course and distance on 24 December. Placed under these conditions earlier in the winter meeting
and Francois Lagadeuc may just have picked up a winning spare drive

5. MILADY DE MONTCEAU - Showed improvement when 5th in a Class D over course and
distance 8 days ago. Is not a priority but, in similar form, can repeat

6. MARIYA HAUFOR - Won 2 of 4 prior to faulting in a Class D over track and trip 8 days ago.
Must not be condemned and should be brought back into the fold. Chance

7. MAURICETTE BLUE - Takes a notable drop in category after finishing a flattering 5th in a
Class A over 2175m on 21 December. Goes barefoot for the first time though and cannot be
discounted

8. MELLYNGA - Has yet to reach the level she attained last spring. Held her own though here in
early-December and Alexandre Abrivard gets the nod this time

9. MEGANE DE CERISY - Complicated type returning to Paris after a respectable run in
Bordeaux, but still has too much to do

10. MELODIE D'HOULBEC - Makes the long trip to Paris after having enjoyed a good run of form
on the Riviera. Is barefoot for the occasion and the Franck Nivard-factor cannot be ignored

11. MALINE DES ARRIS - Eliminated as often as not but is nevertheless in good shape. Is
competitively-shod this time and can play a prominent role if her driver keeps her focused

Summary: Impressive more than once since the autumn, MYSTIC DES FORGES (4) gave a
very good account under these conditions on Christmas Eve, races competitively-shod for the
first time, and will have a legitimate claim on the race. Francois Lagadeuc will still be wary though
of the promising MARIYA HAUFOR (6) who returns to racing shod after losing her action here
last weekend, and a similarly-configured MAIWENN D'AVEL (1) who ran 2nd to her on Christmas
Day. Nicely-entered here, sporting front pads, and entrusted to Yoann Lebourgeois, MALINE
DES ARRIS (11) comes here fresh and will justifiably generate interest.

4. MOONSTAR JYL - Put on quite the show here on 22 January before losing her action 100m
out, but can more than make amends if her driver keeps her trotting. Claim

5. MACOE - Interesting filly making first start since early-October, but is barefoot for the occasion
and can get straight down to business. First 5

6. MISS EXCELLENCE - Lost her way after imposing at Graignes in August. Makes first
appearance for almost 3 months and will have nothing to offer

7. MISS MAGIQUE - Not the easiest of horses to use but ran close 2nd in a Saint-Brieuc Class E
on 23 January and, barefoot this time, is unlikely to disappoint

8. MALINE DE JED - 3rd, a place ahead of MOONSTAR JYL (4), in a 2725m Graignes Class F
in late-December. Has yet to lose her maiden tag after 22 starts but is competitively-shod this
time and can again contest a place in the frame
