C1 - PRIX PROVINCE COURSES - 2725m (a1m1/2) - Class E - Harness - 

EUR € 20,000  

 
1. LADY DUCALE - Showed some improvement when 4th in class E over this course and 
distance on 12 December. Big chance in this line-up 

2. LA FLECHE - Consistent and was runner-up in class F at Argentan over 2875m on 10 
January. Should be right there at the finish once again 

3. LOKIE KADESH - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest in class E at Vincennes over 2700m 
on 20 January. Races without shoes and can be a threat of staying in stride 

4. LUTECE PLANCHETTE - Unreliable and was 10th at Vincennes over 2100m on 22 
November. Capable of doing better but others are preferred 

5. LOVE ME MAZELI - A disappointing last run when 8th in class E at Enghien over 2875m on 3 
August. Victorious in June and is not out of it 

6. LOVESTORY DU YUCCA - Disqualified in class E at Vincennes over 2200m on 10 November. 
Returns from a break but can bounce back to score if smart 

7. LADY D'ECOTAY - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest in class F at Cordemais over 2825m 
on 4 January. Has major disqualification issues and others are preferred 

8. LYMKA PRINCESSE - Faulted last time out in class F at Le Croisé-Laroche over 2700m on 8 
December. Needs to improve to beat these rivals 

9. LEXIE D'ERONVILLE - Showed improvement when runner-up in class F at Rouen-
Mauquenchy over 2150m on 21 January. Be right there at the finish 

10. LITTLE GIRL - Off form and was 10th in class E at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2850m on 24 
July. Returns form a break and could need this run 

Summary: A very open-looking first event. LADY DUCALE (1) did show improvement over this 
track and trip last time out and could be in for a winning turn. LA FLECHE (2) has been very 
competitive of late and will not go down easily yet again. LOVESTORY DU YUCCA (6) returns 
from a break but can contest the finish if smart and fit enough. LOKIE KADESH (3) has two faults 
in a row to overcome but is racing without shoes, so must be respected for that.

1. LINO DU POMMEREUX - Finished 12th in class F at Argentan over 2875m on 24 Janurary. 
Capable of better and has a place chance 

2. LEADER BLACK - Unreliable bit was 4th in class E at Graignes over 2725m on 12 December. 
Victorious back in November and can contest the finish 

3. LATINUS AVIS - Has a good record barefoot and was 3rd in class E at Bordeaux-Le Bouscat 
over 2650m on 8 January. Has claims at winning 

4. LOKI FACTIER - Ureliable but was runner-up in class F at Argentan over 2875m on 24 
Janurary. Has shown improvement and could make the frame 

5. LOOKING BEST - Showed improvement when 3rd in class E over this track and trip on 12 
December. Remains barefoot and can score better. Contest the win 

6. LODEN D'HERFRAIE - Disqualified in class F at Angers over 3125m on 15 January. Capable 
of doing better and is not out of it 

7. LOU PRESTANCE - Not reliable but was 4th in class E at Vincennes over 2100m on 29 
December. Can be competitive once again 

8. LET IT OUT - Victorious in a claimer at Alencon over 2675m on 5 October when barefoot. Not 
this time and is likely to need this run returning from a break 

9. LE BALIGHAN - Has struggled of late and was unplaced in Class F over this track and trip on 
30 November. Others are preferred 

10. LASCAUX DU PERCHE - In good shape and was 3rd in class F at Amiens over 2400m on 9 
December. Might play a minor role at best 

11. LAUTREC D'HERFRAIE - Disqualified in class D at Argentan over 2875m on 26 May. 
Returns from a break and is likely to need this run 

12. LOURASI DU MELEUC - Finished 7th in class F at Argentan over 2875m on 24 January. 
Quite capable of earning some minor money 

Summary: Trainer Jean-Michel Baudouin holds a decent hand in this race. LATINUS AVIS (3) 
defends a good record when racing with shoes and looks the one to be with. Stable companion 
LOU PRESTANCE (7) is unreliable but could be a threat this time around. LOOKING BEST (5) 
comes here after a good performance over this course and distance and must be respected for 
that. LODEN D'HERFRAIE (6) faulted last time out but can make the frame when smart.

1. KALATHAS DU BOCAGE - Not reliable and was 6th in class F at Vincennes over 2850m on 1 
January. Victorious in November and can contest the finish 

2. KEILA DU PERCHE - Unreliable but was 3rd in class F at Saint-Brieuc over 3150m on 23 
January. Can be competitive once again 

3. KALI DES LANDIERS - Only modest of late and was 8th in class E at Argentan over 2875m 
on 10 January. Capable of an upset on best form 

4. KID SMILE - Returned to form and was runner-up in class F at Argentan over 2875m on 8 
January.Can go one place better 

5. KEN DE CORDAY - Disqualified in class F at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2850m on 15 
November when barefoot. Not easy to trust but can make the frame if fit from a break 

6. KENAVO PAROYO - Finished 8th in class E at Vincennes over 2700m on 23 August. Has 
disqualification issues and is best watched for now 

7. KOEUR DE VANILLE - Disqualified in his last three starts, the latest at Le Mans over 2850m 
on 15 December. Can be a threat if staying in stride 

8. KATE METEOR - Unreliable and was 7th in class F over this track and trip on 12 December. 
Capable of playing a minor role 

9. KAPORAL WINNER - Not reliable and was 11th in Class E at Argentan over 2875m on 10 
January. Has a place chance in this line-up 

10. KIFILE DANICA - Showed improvement when runner-up in class F at Argentan over 2875m 
on 17 January. Can earn some more money 

11. KOPEK BOURBON - Finished 6th in class F at Cordemais over 2825m on 14 December. 
Unreliable and others make more appeal 

12. KALEDA DE LA COUR - Finished 11th in Class E at Pornichet-La Baule over 2650m on 21 
August. Has major disqualification issues and is likely to need this run returning from a break 

13. KADOR DE SEVRE - Off form and was 11th in Class F at Cordemais over 2825m on 14 
December. Needs to more to score 

14. KLEM DU HANOY - Disqualified in class F over this course and distance on 9 August. Has 
disqualification issues and others are preferred 

Summary: A very open-looking race. KID SMILE (4) returned to form with a good performance at 
Argentan last month, and it would not be a surprise if he were to go one better. KALATHAS DU 
BOCAGE (1) does not always show her best side, but she is capable of winning over this course 
and distance. KOEUR DE VANILLE (7) remains very hard to trust but can be successful if staying 
on the trot. KEN DE CORDAY (5) is unreliable but can be competitive when in the right mood.

1. JACK QUICK - Not reliable and was 10th in class E at Nantes over 3000m on 25 January. 
Victorious in December and can score barefoot this time 

2. JAMAICA DE LOU - Off form and was was 10th in class F at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2850m 
on 21 January. Needs to do more to beat these rivals 

3. INDULGENTE - Not reliable and was 11th in Class F at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2150m on 
21 Janurary. Might play a minor role at very best 

4. HISTOIRE DE LIERRE - Disqualified in class F at Vincennes over 2100m on 5 January. Not 
easy totrust and others are preferred 

5. JUPITER MADRIK - Showed some improvement when 3rd in class F at Rouen-Mauquenchy 
over 2850m on 21 January. Should contest the finish 

6. ILUCE DE BEAUCAMPS - Did not show his best when 6th in class F at Rouen-Mauquenchy 
over 2150m on 21 January. Victorious twice before that and should be a threat 

7. HORS CADRE - Disqualified in class E at Argentan over 2875m on 23 December. Unreliable 
but is capable of playing a minor role 

8. IN LOVE DE CHARDET - Off form and was 9th in class F at Bordeaux-Le Bouscat over 2650m 
on 18 January. More is needed to beat these rivals 

9. ILLEGITIME PRINCE - Unreliable and was 9th in class F at Vire over 2800m on 9 November. 
Returns from a break but could be the surprise package for the race 

10. HULTIMA - Faulted last time out in class F at Granville over 3100m on 4 August. Has 
disqualification issues and is likely to ned this run returning from a break 

11. HARIBO DU DOME - Finished 10th in class F at Bordeaux-Le Bouscat over 2650m on 12 
October. Capable of better but is returning from a break and others make more appeal 

12. JUNIOR ANGELE - Not reliable and was 11th in Class E at Vincennes over 2175m on 30 
December. Remains barefoot and has a place chance if smart 

13. JUST A MAN - Did not show his best when 7th in class F at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2850m 
on 21 January. Has a place chance in this line-up 

14. JENUFA - Has some fair form and was 5th in class E at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2850m on 
12 January. Capable of making the frame 

Summary: A tricky race. JACK QUICK (1) is unreliable, but based on his good win in October he 
could be the right one if showing that level of form again. ILUCE DE BEAUCAMPS (6) is better 
over this distance and should be involved with the finish this time around. JENUFA (14) has some 
fair form of late and is capable of winning a race at this level. JUPITER MADRIK (5) is coming off 
an improved performance and is another to consider.

1. JACADY SLY - Not reliable but did finish fourth in a Class F mounted race at Rouen-
Mauquenchy over 2150m on 21 January, Can be competitive once agai 

2. INDIANA TESS - Retuned to form with a barefoot win in a Class F mounted race at Nantes 
over 3000m on 19 January. Remains without shoes and can score again 

3. JOTT DU BOCAGE - Disappointing form of late and finished 9th in a Class E mounted race at 
Le Mans over 2950m o 15 December. Can win a race back at his favourite track 

4. HIER ENCORE - Disqualified last time out at Angers over 3125m on 15 January. Nore easy to 
trust and others are preferred 

5. JACANA DE BLARY - Only modest of late and she was 8th in a Class C mounted race at 
Vincennes over 2700m on 27 January. Capable of much better and is not out of it 

6. ICARE DE LA DORETE - Kept to harness races so far and finished 7th in a claimer at 
Vincennes over 2700m on 20 January. Needs to do more to beat these rivals 

7. IBIZA DE CONNEE - Not reliable and finished 8th in a Class E harness race at Rouen-
Mauquenchy over 2850m on 26 January. Has claims back under the saddle 

8. GERONIMO STARDUST - Has struggled of late and was disqualified last time out in a harness 
race at Vincennes over 2100m on 24 January. Needs to find a few lengths to score 

Summary: A very tricky race. IBIZA DE CONNEE (7) has only been modest of late but should 
like it back under the saddle and could score. JOTT DU BOCAGE (3) has won a couple of times 
at this course and could contest the finish. JACANA DE BLARY (5) is clearly capable of better 
than what she has been showing of late and could pop up for a winning turn. INDIANA TESS (2) 
is not reliable but was a barefoot winner and remains without shoes, so she can double up.

December. Fitter now and could make the frame 

2. JOCDOR - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest at Saint-Brieuc over 3150m on 5 December. 
Not easy to trust and others make more appeal 

3. JOG JELOCA - Returned to form and was runner-up in Class F at Nantes over 3000m on 12 
January. Can go one better 

4. JERRY DE L'ERDRE - Did not show his best when unplaced in Class E at Nantes over 3000m 
on 25 January. Capable of doing better and has a place chance 

5. JAMAICA D'OYSE - Only modest of late and finished 8th in a Class G mounted race at 
Argentan over 2875m on 14 December. Needs to find a few lengths to score 

6. INSOLITE EFBE - Only modest of late and finished 8th in Class E at Vincennes over 2175m 
on 19 December. Races without shoes and is capable of earning some money 

7. JACADI D'ARGILIN - Not reliable and finished 5th in a Class E mounted race at Cabourg over 
2750m on 22 December. More is needed to score 

8. ISARIO VENESI - In good form and was third in Class F at Nantes over 3000m on 12 January. 
Be right there at the finish 

9. IDEAL FOUR - Has struggled of late and finished 8th in Class F at Argentan over 2800m on 23 
December. Others are much preferred 

10. JADE DU DAN - Showed some improvement when third in Class F over this track and trip on 
11 January. Has disqualification issues and others make more appeal 

11. JOISO POKER PRO - Very unreliable and finished 8th in Class F at Nantes over 3000m on 
12 January. Capable of an upset on best form 

12. JOW PIQUENARD - Unreliable but was 13th in Class D at Châteaubriant over 3000m on 5 
January. Barefoot this time and can contest the finish 

Summary: JOG JELOCA (3) gave a strong hint in his latest start that he is ready to score, so 
gets the narrow vote. ISARIO VENESI (8) has been very competitive of late and should be right 
there fighting for top honours once again. He does start in a n awkward position. JOW 
PIQUENARD (12) races without shoes this time, and an improved performance is likely. JOYAU 
BLUE (1) could have needed the recent runs and can get involved with the finish if in the right 
mood.

2. MALDA DU RIB - Unreliable and finished 6th in a Class E mounted race at Vincennes over 
2200m on 31 December. Probably better under the saddle and others are preferred 

3. MILLENIUM GALAXY - Has improved of late and was victorious in Class F at Rouen-
Mauquenchy over 2850m on 12 January. Keeps that shoeing and can follow up 

4. MASSILIO BLOND - Disqualified four times in a row, the latest in a claimer at Vincennes over 
2875m on 19 January. Hard to trust and others are preferred 

5. MIMOSA DE LARRE - Disqualified last time out at Vincennes over 2700m on 4 December. 
Consistent before that and can earn some more money 

6. MOZART LA LONDE - Usually competitive and finished third in Class E at Rouen-
Mauquenchy over 2150m on 11 September. Returns from a break but could make the frame 

7. MIA STEJELO - Very consistent and was third in Class E at Angers over 2350m on 28 
January. Remains barefoot and is not out of it 

8. MYSTIC DE VELY - Only modest so far and was 6th in Class G at Nantes over 3000m on 19 
January. Needs to do more to score 

Summary: MILLENIUM GALAXY (3) looks to be progressing and was a good winner with this 
shoeing last time out. He can follow up and beat these rivals. MY WILD (1) returns from a break 
but is better than her last run would suggest and will be a threat. MIA STEJELO (7) has been very 
consistent of late and would not be a surprise winner. MOZART LA LONDE (6) returns from a 
break but is usually competitive and is clearly not out of it.

1. NEHO CINQ - A three-year-old colt by Rolling d'Héripré out of Divine Emeraude who is making 
his debut. His Dam won 2 of her 82 starts. Others are preferred 

2. NINOTEA - A three-year-old filly by  Very Nice Marceaux out of Pristina who is making her 
debut.  Has run well in qualifying and is not out of it 

3. NOCTURNUS AVIS - A three-year-old colt by Django Riff out of Dirae Avis who is making his 
debut. Qualified in style and could score 

4. NECTAR DE LARRE - Disqualified last time out at Nantes over 2275m on 25 January. Was 
not disgraced on debut and might play a minor role if smart 

5. NUANCE KADESH - Has improved with each run and finished third in Class E at Saint-Brieuc 
over 2575m on 23 January. Could play a minor role 

6. NOGHERA COUNTESS - Showed improvement when runner-up in Class F at Angers over 
2425m on 21 January. Has a place chance in this line-up 

7. NAPOLI DE FEUGERES - Only found one better on the day on debut in Class F at Nantes 
over 2275m on 19 January. Can get involved with the finish once again 

8. NOTTINGHAM FIRST - Disappointing last run when 7th in Class D at Cabourg over 2050m on 
2 January. Did much better on debut and can make the frame 

9. NEUILLY DE PLAY - Showed some improvement when runner-up in Class F at Argentan over 
2875m on 8 January. Can go one place better 

10. NANTUS D'AVIGNERE - Only modest form shown so far and was 6th in Class D at 
Vincennes over 2175m on 15 January. More is needed to beat these rivals 

Summary: A competitive lucky last race. It may be worth siding with the newcomer, 
NOCTURNUS AVIS (3). He qualified well in July and can score if reproducing that form. 
NEUILLY DE PLAY (9) is improving and could make experience count. NAPOLI DE FEUGERES 
(7) only found one better on his debut, so should be very competitive yet again. NINOTEA (2) 
makes her debut but has also done well in qualifying and can be a threat.
