The son of Siyouni who will be expected to make a winning
debut is GILDED DRAGON (1). His dam was a smart performer who won at Listed level. He
could have a few problems with ROSA TREZY (4) who has a nice profile and ought to be well
prepared for her first day at school. LET ME DO (8) is out of a useful mare who was successful in
Listed Class when racing and this filly needs a careful inspection in the betting market. LET'S GO
GIRL (7) is also one to keep a close eye on.
