his duck. SNOW MOON, SOVEREIGN CROWN, and GIFT OF ROYAL have shown enough to complete the 
Quartet positions. URQUHART CASTLE and DIVINE MESSENGER could pop up at long odds if improving for 
the step up to this distance.
