THE 
CULLINAN, RUBEE KING and Master Of My Fate colts EARN THE WEEKEND and STEALTH MASTER are 
well-bred newcomers worth a market check on debut.

Fellow last-start scorer SHESGOTCLASS remains competitive under a 
penalty, while consistent PINK PIGEON is weighted to pose more of a threat on 2.5kg better terms.

SEE THE SIGN was a fast-finishing 2nd in a similar contest last time and will pose a threat if confirming 
that improvement. NICCI’S LAW and FATE OF PACE also have earning potential.

TWILIGHT WARRIOR is also weighted to be competitive on 3kg better terms with 
last-start conqueror NOBLE HERO, who held on to beat re-opposing CHANCE ENCOUNTER at this level over 
the same trip last time. The latter could represent better value on these revised weight terms with cheekpieces 
fitted for the first time. Progressive last-start winner BONELLI could also have more to offer over this distance. 
Class-dropper ERIC LIDDELL also has the means to fight out the finish.

She finished ahead of ROCCAPINA and that rival’s stable com-
panion, SCARLET MACAW, on that occasion and should confirm her superiority, despite a 1kg weight swing 
in favour of the Bass coupling. KINDA WONDERFUL made no impression at Grade 1 level from the widest 
draw last time but she should fare better in this grade from an inside stall. Lightly raced VIVA LA VIDA, versatile 
QUEEN REGENT and consistent WILD APPLAUSE also have the means to take home a cheque.

Met and sets the standard on the strength of that form. Last-start course-and-distance Listed winner JET 
FORCE is 3kg better off with that rival on their L’Ormarins King’s Plate meeting so should pose a threat. VIVA’S 
LIBERTE has benefitted from being gelded and proved as much with a last-start 3rd from the front in the Grade 
1 Cape Derby. He remains open to improvement and could be hard to peg back under a light weight from gate 
No 1. Thriving TENPENNY is versatile and capable of getting into the picture.

STREET OUTLAW races with cheekpieces instead of 
blinkers and should have a say in the outcome with the benefit of his rider’s 4kg allowance. GIVE IT LALDY and 
OCTOBER STORM are lightly raced and open to improvement on their reappearance as geldings. Class-drop-
pers ONE LINER and SILVER CROWN aren’t taken lightly at this level, even under big weights.
