C1 - PRIX DES MARGUERITES - 2800m (a2m) - Class E - Mounted - EUR € 19,500  

 
1. MAYA D'ECHAL - Unplaced in a class E mounted race at Les Sables D Olonne over 2775m on 2 June. Needs to improve to beat 
these rivals 

2. MARIGNANA JEEP - Disqualified in five of last six starts, including last time out in a class H at Gournay-en-Bray over 2550m on 25 
May. Hard to trust and others are preferred 

3. MANON D'EPOC - Disqualified in a class F at Nort-sur-Erdre over 2400m on 31 May. Unreliable and is not easy to trust but might 
earn some money when smart 

4. MISS DE SOUVELLE - Disqualified in a class F mounted race at Bernay over 2800m on 31 May. Did better earlier this year and 

cannot be ruled out 

5. MADONETTE - Has show improvement of late and finished third in a class F mounted race at Laval over 2850m on 22 May. 

Remains barefoot and should contest the finish 

6. MERIADEG D'AVEL - Disqualified in four of last five starts, the latest in a class E harness race at Royan La Palmyre over 2475m on 
24 May. Needs major improvement to score 

7. MAYO DES FLOTS - Yet to win a race and finished 8th in a class E harness race at Royan La Palmyre over 2475m on 24 May. 
Remains barefoot and has a place chance back under the saddle 

8. MASSETTA BELLA - Off form and finished 9th in a class E harness race at Meslay-du-Maine over 2875m on 28 May. Tries a 
mounted race but others make more appeal 

9. MELUSINEDARCHE - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest in a class D at Laval over 2850m on 26 February. Returns from a break 
but could  a danger if fit enough 

10. MADE IN WIND - Not reliable and finished 8th in a class D harness race at Nantes over 2850m on 1 June. Tries barefoot and could 

bounce back to score 

11. MAURANE DU CLOS - Has only been modest of late and finished 7th in a class E mounted race at Ecommoy over 2750m on 31 
May. Needs to find a few lengths to win 

12. MONNAIE DE VIETTE - Kept to harness races so far and finished fifth in a class F harness race at Beaumont-de-Lomagne over 
2550m on 1 June. Could be a surprise package trying a mounted race 

13. MELODY CHANTEREINE - Yet to win a race but was runner-up in a class E mounted race at Vire over 2800m on 18 May. Can go 
one place better 

Summary: A very open first event. Melody Chantereine (13) is presented with a good opportunity to get off the mark. However, Made 
In Wind (10), partnered by a man in flying form, demands respect. Melusinedarche (9), racing lighter in her shoeing on her return from a 
break, is one to note, though a degree of caution is advised. At her best, Madonette (5) can build on recent promise and can also get 
involved with the finish.

1. NEWTON D'IPEJY - Disqualified on debut in a class G at Durtal over 2150m on 24 May. Capable of improvement but others are 
preferred 

2. NISKO D'ELCE - Disqualified on debut in a class F at Le Mont-Saint-Michel over 2675m on 8 March. Capable of improvement but 
others make more appeal 

3. NUAGE D'HERMES - Finished 7th on debut in a class G at Durtal over 2150m on 24 May. Probably needs to find a few lengths to 

score 

4. NECTAR DE MELLERAY - Finished fifth in a class F at Ecommoy over 2750m on 3 May. Needs to do a bit more to beat these rivals 

5. NEW LOOK BOSS - Finished 7th in a class D at Meslay-du-Maine over 2875m on 26 October. Returns from a break and could need 
this run 

6. NABUCCO JOSSELYN - Not disgraced when fifth in a class F at Meslay-du-Maine over 2875m on 28 May. Did better on debut and 
can contest the finish 

7. NICKNAME BOND - Disqualified in a class E at Vire over 2800m on 18 May. In good for before that and could be a threat if smart 

thsi time 

8. NABAD DU ROCHER - Unreliable and finished 8th in a class D at Meslay-du-Maine over 2875m on 9 April. Needs to find a few 
lengths to win 

9. NOW WITH US - A winner on debut in a class G at Ranes over 2150m on 25 May. Tougher task this time but may well be up to it 

10. NARCOTIC THRUST - Disqualified in a class E at Vire over 2800m on 18 May. Did run well in previous two starts. including at this 
course and could make the frame 

11. NEVERS DE BELLANDE - A good third in a class F at Alencon over 2650m on 31 May. Looks capable of getting involved with the 

finish 

12. NO SECRET - Disqualified twice in a row, he latest in a class E at Vire over 2800m on 18 May. Better on the grass but can be a 
threat when smart 

Summary: Now With Us (9) did not need to be fully extended to score on debut and can successfully step up in class. Open to further 
improvement, Nabucco Josselyn (6) looks the main danger. No Secret (12), who left plenty of regrets last time, could be a threat this 
time around. Nevers de Bellande (11),  continues to progress and is also capable of making the frame this track and distance and must 
be respected.

Returns from a break 
and could need this run 

2. MA BEAUTE - Threatening to win and was runner-up in a class E at Caen over 2450m on 27 May. Can get involved with the finish if 
smart 

3. MEXICA BELLA - In good shape and was runner-up in a class E at Saint-Malo over 2950m on 24 May. Has a place chance in this 

line-up 

4. MILADY DE LA PIECE - Disqualified three times in a row, the latest in a class E at Le Mans over 2950m on 21 May. Hard to trust 
and others are preferred 

5. MALICIA DU ROCHER - Has only been modest of late and finished fifth in Class E at Vincennes over 2100m on 26 May. Might play 
a minor role 

6. MELODIE BECO - Consistent of late and finished third in a class E at Royan La Palmyre over 2475m on 24 May. Might earn some 
minor money 

7. MOUFLETTE - Holding form and finished fourth in a class E at Royan La Palmyre over 2475m on 24 May. Might play a minor role 
once again 

8. MACOUMBA DAIRPET - Very good grass form and was a winner of a claimer at Bernay over 2825m on 27 May. Remains barefoot 

but might play a minor role at very best 

9. MARBELLA - Has needed both runs this year and finished 6th in a class E at Nantes over 3000m on 14 May. Fitter this time and 

could be a threat 

10. MANON DU CHENE - Finished 6th in a class E at Ecommoy over 2750m on 31 May. Tries barefoot and could be fitter this time. 
Can make the frame 

11. MA DOUCE DE DALINE - Victorious in a class E at Caen over 2450m on 27 May. Remains barefoot and is capable of doubling up 
but is unreliable 

12. MIROITANTE DE PADD - Successful three times already this year, including last time out in a class E at Royan La Palmyre over 
2475m on 24 May. Remains barefoot and can score again 

13. MIAMI - Disqualified in a class E at Bernay over 2800m on 3 May. Remains barefoot and was in good form before that. Might place 

14. MELLYNGA - Showed improvement when third in a class E at Argentan over 2875m on 19 May. Has a place chance in this line-up 

Summary: Plenty in with a shout in this competitive and evenly matched contest. Miroitante de Padd (12) is well regarded by her 
trainer and has the ability to win if keeping her rhythm. Ma Douce de Daline (11), has been much improved since racing without shoes, 
is another leading contender. Marbella (9), has yet to earn what her ability suggests she should. Manon du Chêne (10), presented 
barefoot for the first time, is one to watch closely.

1. MIKTYSON DE VIETTE - Has some fair form and finished fourth in a class E at Royan La Palmyre over 2475m on 24 May. Tries 
barefoot but needs to do a bit more to win 

2. MAESTRO TEJY - Has only been modest of late and finished 6th in a class E at Le Mans over 2950m on 21 May. Needs to do be a 
bit more to score 

3. MAESTRO D'IDEF - Not reliable but was a runner-up in a class E at Caen over 2200m on 25 April. Remains barefoot and can earn 

some more money 

4. MAGIC D'ESPACE - Did not show his best when 7th in a class E at Argentan over 2875m on 19 May. Did win at this course before 
that and must be respected for that 

5. MY JIBAY - Has shown some improvement of late and finished third in a claimer at Vincennes over 2175m on 21 April. More is 
needed to beat these rivals 

6. MASTER ORANGE - Not disgraced when fourth in a class E at Saint-Brieuc over 2575m on 30 April. Fitter now and is very 
consistent. Place chance 

7. MILORD DU CHATELET - Usually very competitive and was runner-up in a class E at Vire over 2700m on 18 May. Tries barefoot 
and can go one place better 

8. MONKEY DY LUFFY - Successful twice in a row, the latest in a class E at Royan La Palmyre over 2475m on 24 May. Remains 

barefoot and could complete a hat-trick 

9. MINOU D'ECHAL - Victorious twice in a row, the latest in a class E at Saint-Malo over 2950m on 24 May. Remains barefoot and can 

complete a treble 

10. MAZEL TOV DAIRPET - Disqualified in a class D at Lyon La Soie over 2700m on 11 February. Returns from a break but has ability 
and is not out of it if fit enough 

Summary: Milord du Châtelet (7) suffered his first genuine defeat when runner-up last time, having previously been unbeaten when 
staying faultless. Now racing without shoes for the first time, that extra edge could see him return to winning ways. He faces notable 
opposition from the progressive Minou d'Echal (9) and Monkey Dy Luffy (8), who is unbeaten in two starts when racing barefoot. Mazel 

Tov Dairpet (10), primed for this assignment, is also one to note on his return from a break.

1. LAUTREC CARISAIE - In good shape and was third in a class E at Nantes over 3000m on 14 May. Might play a minor role at very 
best 

2. LIBRE A VOUS SMILE - Disqualified in a class F at Durtal over 2825m on 25 May. Remains barefoot and is capable of winning a 
race of this nature if smart 

3. LUNE SMILE - Battling to find best form and finished 7th in a class E at Grenade-sur-Garonne over 2725m on 31 May. Reverts to 

barefoot but needs to do more to score 

4. LOOKIERO - Knocking loudly at the door and was runner-up in a class E at Meslay-du-Maine over 2875m on 28 May. Remains 
barefoot and can go one place better 

5. LADY AURELIA - Unreliable but was third in a class F at Durtal over 2825m on 25 May. Remains barefoot and could make the 
frame once again 

6. LACLOS - Disqualified in a class F at Bernay over 2800m on 31 May. Remains barefoot and was in good form before that. Can earn 
some minor money 

7. LISA MARIA - Disqualified twice in last three starts, the latest in a class F at Granville over 3125m on 24 May. Capable of scoring 
when staying on the trot 

8. LATINO FLIGNY - Not reliable and finished fourth in a class E at Les Sables -D' Olonne over 2650m on 2 June. More is needed to 

beat these rivals 

9. LEIPZIG TEK - Unreliable but was runner-up in a class F at Le Dorat over 2700m on 24 May. Remains barefoot and can get involved 

with the finish 

10. LEGO DES BROUETS - Victorious twice in a row, the latest in a  class D mounted race at Vincennes over 2700m on 21 January 
2025. Should need this run returning from a lengthy break 

Summary: Lookiero (4) has bumped into useful rivals on both outings this season and deserves to get his head in front. This is no 
foregone conclusion, however, with Leipzig Tek (9), back in form, and ready to fight out the finish once again. Libre A Vous Smile (2), 
should not be judged too harshly for a recent disqualification and  can improve.On the upgrade, Lady Aurelia (5) is another worh 

considering as a possible winner.

Needs to do a bit more 
to score 

2. LOVE DANCER - Unreliable but was a winner of a class F at Saint-Malo over 2950m on 23 May. Quite capable of following up 

3. LAPONIE D'EMMA - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest in a class C mounted race at Vincennes over 2700m on 15 May. Not easy 
to trust and others are preferred 

4. LIL BOSS ONLY - Did not show his best when 6th in a class D at Vincennes over 2100m on 30 April. Capable of better and is not 
out of it 

5. LOUANGE CASTELETS - Very consistent and finished fourth in a class D at Vincennes over 2100m on 30 April. Remains barefoot 
and could be a real threat once again 

6. LOVE AND SUN - Disqualified in a Mounted race at Vincennes over 2175m on 26 May. Has majeo disqualification issues and others 
are preferred 

7. LUTECE D'ELA - Successful twice in a row, the latest in a class D at Vincennes over 2700m on 4 April. Capable of completing a hat-

trick 

8. LORELEI DE REUX - Only modest of late and finished 9th in a class C at Caen over 2200m on 9 May. Needs to do more to beat 
these rivals 

9. LA STAR DES ISLES - Finished fifth in a class B at Ecommoy over 2750m on 31 May. Remains barefoot and has a place chance on 
best form 

10. LUTELLIA MONNERIE - Off form and finished 9th in a class B at Ecommoy over 2750m on 31 May. Remains barefoot but others 
make more appeal 

11. LOVER JULMA - Unreliable but was fourth in a class B at Ecommoy over 2750m on 31 May. Remains barefoot and could make the 
frame 

12. LOVE'S SECRET - In good shape and was  runner-up in a class D mounted race at Enghien over 2250m on 27 April. Better under 

the saddle but might earn some money 

13. LULU DES CARREAUX - Victorious twice in a row, the latest in a class D at Enghien over 2875m on 23 May. Remains barefoot 

and can complete the treble 

14. LITTLE WINGS - Has some fair form and was fifth in a class D at Vichy over 2950m on 4 May. Might play a minor role at very best 

Summary: Lulu des Carreaux (13) comes here on the back of two impressive wins and could hardly have a better opportunity to 
complete a hat-trick. Lutèce d'Ela (7) has taken a clear step forward this year and, effective when fresh, holds claims. Remarkably 
consistent, Louange Castelets (5) makes plenty of appeal as a solid option for the frame, while Lover Julma (11), though not the most 
reliable, has the ability to feature.

Better under the saddle but has a 
place chance 

2. INDIENNE DE VAL - Unplaced in a class F at Angers over 3125m on 12 May. Has struggled this year and others are much preferred 

3. JACKPOT DU WALLON - Ulta-consistent and was runner-up in a class H at Loudeac over 2850m on 30 May. Remains barefoot and 
can challenge for top honours again 

4. JOLIKOVA D'ARIANE - Off form and finished 9th in a class E at Savenay over 3100m on 24 May. Needs to find a few lengths to 
beat these rivals 

5. JOKER DE LA BRETTE - Unreliable and was unplaced in a class F at Lisieux over 2725m on 17 May. Remains barefoot and could 
be the surprise package of the race 

6. JAVADA DU MONT - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest in a class F at Toulouse over 2750m on 15 May. Remains barefoot but 
needs to do more to score 

7. JOY DES CHAMPS - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest in a Mounted race at Durtal over 2825m on 25 May. Not easy to trust and 

others are preferred 

8. JULEJACQ - Unreliable but was third in a class E at Durtal over 2825m on 25 May. Remains barefoot and could play a minor role at 
very best 

9. JACOBSON - Disqualified three times in a row, the latest in a class F at Saint-Malo over 2850m on 23 May. Hard to trust but could 
make the frame if smart 

10. JAIZKIBEL - Did not show his best when 6th in a class F at Lisieux over 2725m on 17 May. Remains barefoot and can get be a 
threat to these rivals 

11. JILBOUR DEFONTAINE - Showed some improvement and was a runner-up in a class F at Saint-Malo over 2950m on 24 May. 
Remains barefoot and could go one place better 

12. HISTORY MAJYC - Finished 6th in a class E at Amiens over 2400m on 23 May. Battling to find best form and needs improvement 

to score 

13. IDEAL DELADOU - Showed some improvement when fifth in a class E at Vichy over 2950m on 1 June. Has disqualification issues 

and others are preferred 

14. JERICHO DU RIB - Disappointing form of late and finished 8th in a class E at Le Mans over 2950m on 8 May. Did better last year 
and can score if finding form from last year 

15. HUDSON BAIE - Unplaced in a class D at Vincennes over 2850m on 2 May. Remains barefoot but has struggled this year and 
others make more appeal 

Summary: Capable of making the running, Jilbour Defontaine (11) could take some pegging back if allowed his own way in front. With 
Éric Raffin in the sulky, Jaizkibel (10) commands respect, while Jackpot du Wallon (3), who has been thriving in the provinces since 
returning to action, is another to consider. Well supported last time, Jericho du Rib (14) should not be underestimated and can also get 
involved with the finish.

1. KHOSIAB - Has struggled this year and was unplaced in a class H at Gournay-en-Bray over 2550m on 25 May. Reverts to barefoot 
but others make more appeal 

2. KAISER LATAL - Disqualified in a class H mounted race at Ranes over 2150m on 25 May. Reverts to barefoot but others are 
preferred 

3. JUST RAPID - Disqualified eight times in a row, the latest in a class H at Senonnes-Pouance over 3000m on 3 May. Hard to trust 

and is best watched until improvement is shown 

4. KANTOUTSTART - Disqualified in four of last five starts, including in a class D at Ecommoy over 2750m on 31 May. Very hard to 
trust but can win if smart 

5. KRAC BRENUS - Disqualified in a class D at Ecommoy over 2750m on 31 May. Capable of doing better but others do make more 
appeal 

6. KAID DES CHAMPS - Only modest of late and finished 6th in a class D at Ecommoy over 2750m on 31 May. Needs to find a few 
lengths to beat these rivals 

7. JADORE GIRL - Disqualified in four of last five starts, the latest in a class F at Royan La Palmyre over 2475m on 24 May. Probably 
best watched for now 

8. KINOS DE CRENNES - Unreliable and finished fourth in a class D at Ecommoy over 2750m on 31 May. Capable of an upset on best 

form 

9. KALINE DJOB - Disqualified in three of last four starts, including a class F at Mamers over 3150m on 25 May. Not easy to trust and 

others are preferred 

10. KARO DU BELET - Disqualified in a class F at Graignes over 2700m on 30 May. Successful before that but is not easy to trust and 
others are preferred 

11. KIRSCH DES PRES - In good shape and finished fourth in a class F at Graignes over 2700m on 30 May. Remains barefoot and 
could earn some more money 

12. KASH QUICK - Has been hit or miss recently and finished 6th in a class D at Argentan over 2150m on 13 April. Can bounce back 
to score 

13. KYOKA BOCNEUF - Only modest of late and finished 7th in a class E at Meslay-du-Maine over 2875m on 28 May. Needs to do a 
bit more to score 

14. KELLY GEDE - Did not show her best when 6th in a class E at Meslay-du-Maine over 2875m on 28 May. Remains barefoot and 

has a place chance 

15. KETAMINE D'UZE - Successful in a class E at Meslay-du-Maine over 2875m on 28 May. Not reliable but cannot be eruled out from 
another victory 

16. KAROLINE CALINE - Has some fair form and finished fifth in a class D at Enghien over 2875m on 23 May. Capable of making the 
frame 

17. JENUFA - Disqualified at Durtal over 2850m on 25 May. Unreliable but is capable of popping up in a minor place when in the right 
mood 

18. KELYO DU SOLNAN - Only modest of late and finished 7th in a class F at Grenade-sur-Garonne over 2725m on 31 May. Reverts 
to barefoot and could earn some money 

Summary: A big field and a tricky lucky last race. Victory looks likely to come from a select group, headed by Kash Quick (12), who has 
been kept fresh since a below-par sixth a few weeks ago, and Ketamine d'Uze (15), an easy last-time-out winner at Meslay-du-Maine . 
Karoline Caline (16) faces a task well within her capabilities and can also challenge for top honours. Kirsch des Prés (11), is in good 
form and can also make the frame.
