C1 - PRIX DES GORGES DE LA VESUBIE - 2150m (a1m1/4) - Class E - 

Harness - EUR € 26,000  

 
1. INNOCENT DU BOURG - Has some fair form and finished fourth in a claimer at this track over 
2925m on 11 January. Remains barefoot and could earn some minor money 

2. KIRA BO FACE - Did not show her best when 7th in class C at this track over 2925m on 3 
February. Capable of doing better and is not our of it 

3. ICARE DU POMMEREUX - Showed some improvement when fifth in a class E mounted race 
at Marseille-Vivaux over 2650m on 18 January. Remains barefoot but others make more appeal 

4. JEALOUS GIRL - Only modest of late and finished 6th in class E at this track over 2150m on 
21 January. Needs to do more to score 

5. KIR NORMAND - Needed the last run when 10th in class C at this track over 2925m on 3 
February. Reverts to barefoot and can bounce back to score 

6. JOUVENCE SECRETE - Only modest of late and finished 6th in class D at this track over 
2925m on 23 January. Remains barefoot but needs to do a bit more to score 

7. KASH SNIPER - Did not show his best when 9th in class C at this track over 2925m on 3 
February. Races without shoes and has claims at winning 

8. IBERICO - Unreliable but was fourth in class F at Marseille-Vivaux over 2650m on 18 January. 
Remains barefoot and might play a minor role 

9. JEEK D'ACADIE - Not disgraced when fifth in a class E mounted race at Saint-Galmier over 
2650m on 24 January. Reverts to barefoot and has a place chance 

10. IDEAL DU BRIEU - Showed improvement when runner-up in class E over this track and trip 
on 21 January. Can go one place better 

11. KIROMAN - Broke a long losing run when a winner of a class D at Lyon La Soie over 2050m 
on 19 January. Likes this shorter distance and can follow up 

Summary: A tricky race. KIR NORMAND (5) has been prepared with this race in mind and is 
barefoot and ready to strike this shorter distance. KASH SNIPER (7) is clearly better than his last 
run and races without shoes so could be a lively danger. KIRA BO FACE (2) did not show her 
best last time out but does have some ability and is capable of contesting the finish. KIROMAN 
(11) picked up a confidence-boosting win last time out and is another to consider.

1. KARA MARIS - Disqualified in class F at this track over 2700m on 28 January. Unreliable but 
is capable of earning some money when smart 

2. KIARA DES MONTS - Much improved last run when third in class F over this track and trip on 
27 December. Clearly is not out of it 

3. KAVALE DU CHOQUEL - Unreliable and finished 6th in class F at this track over 2150m on 28 
January. Needs to do a bit more to score 

4. KELLY DU RIL - A winner of her last two stars, the latest in class E over this track and trip on 
16 January. Can complete her hat-trick 

5. KALAGA DU CADRAN - In good form and was runner-up in class E at this track over 2150m 
on 3 February. Reverts to barefoot and should fight out the finish 

6. KOOKEY MELODY - Much improved last run when third in class E at Marseille-Vivaux over 
2650m on 18 January. Has a place chance in this line-up 

7. KRACOTTE VERGNIER - Victorious in class F at Angers over 3125m on 28 January. Remains 
barefoot and is capable of following up 

8. KELOWA STARDUST - Showed some improvement when third in class D at Vincennes over 
2850m on 20 January.. Can make the frame 

9. KAICHA - Holding form and finished fourth in class E at Marseille-Vivaux over 2650m on 18 
January. Remains barefoot and could earn someminor money 

Summary: KAVALE DU CHOQUEL (3) has improved of late and has some nice recent wins. Her 
most recent success, which came over this track and trip, suggested she can complete her hat-
trick. KALAGA DU CADRAN (5) chased home that rival and is barefoot this time, so should 
challenge for top honours again. KRACOTTE VERGNIER (7) is in good shape and won well 
enough at Angers, so can contest the finish. KELOWA STARDUST (8) put up an improved 
performance at Vincennes over a similar distance and is not out of it.

1. LA FOULE - Finished fifth in class D at Vincennes over 2100m on 25 January. Capable of 
doing better and is clearly not out of it 

2. LOLITA STEED - Victorious in a class D at this track over 2925m on 2 January. Is in good 
form and is capable of doubling up 

3. L'ETOILE D'URSIN - Unreliable and finished 6th in class C at this track over 2925m on 2 
January.  Needs to do a bit more to score 

4. LAVAMA - A winner of a class E at Marseille-Vivaux over 2650m on 18 January. Reverts to 
barefoot and might just follow up 

5. LOLLIPOP DU CEBE - Not disgraced when fifth in class D at Vincennes over 2850m on 19 
January. Can be competitive in this line-up 

6. LADY STARLIGHT - Did not show her best when 7th in class D at Vincennes over 2100m on 5 
December. Better this distance and has claims 

7. LOVELY FACE - Unreliable and finished 6th in class D at Vincennes over 2100m on 25 
January. Remains barefoot and has a place chance 

8. LETTY DE BEYLEV - Much improved last run when runner-up in class E at Marseille-Vivaux 
over 2650m on 18 January. Remains barefoot and could play a minor role 

9. LITTLE WING BLUES - Much improved last run when fourth in class E at this track over 
2925m on 31 January. Not easy to trust but might play a minor role 

10. LIKE A BIRD STAR - Only modest of late and finished 7th in class E at this track over 2925m 
on 31 January. Needs to find a few lengths to score 

11. LUNE SMILE - Disqualified in class E at this track over 2150m on 3 February. Not easy to 
trust and others make more appeal 

12. LA BREVINOISE - Not disgraced when fifth in class C at this track over 2925m on 2 January. 
Remains barefoot and could earn some money 

Summary: LOLITA STEED (2) remains in good shape and won well at this track last month. She 
is quite capable of following up over this shorter distance. LADY STARLIGHT (6) is better than 
her last run at Vincennes would suggest, and she will appreciate this longer distance and be a 
lively danger. LOLLIPOP DU CEBE (5) was not disgraced last time out at Vincennes over a 
similar distance and would not be a surprise winner. LA FOULE (1) is also capable of getting into 
the mix of things.

EUR € 29,000  

 
1. LYNYRD SKYNYRD - Disqualified in class C at this track over 2925m on 23 January. Remains 
barefoot and is capable of an upset on best form 

2. LOTUS GRIFF - Disqualified in class C over this track and trip on 23 January. Not easy to trust 
and others make more appeal 

3. LEVER DU JOAMAX - In good shape and was fourth in class C over this track and trip on 23 
January. Can be competitive once again 

4. JOJO LAPIN - Did not show his best when 10th in class E at this track over 2150m on 21 
January. Did win before that and is not out of it 

5. HAMYOT DE BOMO - Only modest of late and finished fifth in class G over this course and 
distance on 23 January. Needs to do a bit more to score 

6. JOLYSTAR GEDE - Disqualified three times in a row, including in class E at this track over 
2150m on 21 January. Hard to trust and others are preferred 

7. LUPIN D'OLMEN - Successful in class C over this track and trip on 23 January. Remains 
barefoot and could follow up in this line-up 

8. IMBRIN BUROIS - Has some fair form and finished fifth in class E over this track and trip on 11 
January. Might play a minor role 

9. JAGUAR JENILOU - Has sruggled of late and was unplaced in class F at Marseille-Vivaux 
over 2650m on 18 January. More is needed to beat these rivals 

10. JOE TEJY - Showed some improvement when third in class E at this track over 2150m on 21 
January. Has a place chance in this line-up 

11. LORD DE LOIRON - Unreliable and finished 6th in class B at Vincennes over 2850m on 14 
December. Can break a long losing streak 

12. KLASSE DE BRUZEAU - Not disgraced when fifth in class C over this course and distance 
on 3 February. Should be a threat to these rivals 

Summary: A very open-looking race. LORD DE LOIRON (11) has not won for some time now but 
has been running well in better fields than this and could be ready to score. LUPIN D'OLMEN (7) 
raced without shoes when victorious last time out, remains barefoot, and is capable of doubling 
up. KLASSE DE BRUZEAU (12) has been in good shape of late and can get involved with the 
finish. LEVER DU JOAMAX (3) remains in good form and would not be a surprise winner.

1. LIPSTICK QUICK - Disqualified in class E at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2925m on 28 January. Has 
disqualification issues but is not out of it when staying in stride 

2. LUTIN D'HERMES - Unreliable and was 13th in class E at this track over 2150m on 31 
January when barefoot. Not this time and is best watched for now 

3. LOVAK DE HOUELLE - In good form and was runner-up in class E at this track over 2150m 
on 31 January. Has shown improvement and is barefoot and a threat to these rivals 

4. LOEK DE REUX - Off form and was 9th in class E at this course over 2150m on 31 January. 
Needs to do a lot more to score 

5. LAOS DE BANVILLE - Has struggled of late and finished 8th in class E at this course over 
2150m on 31 January. Capable of doing better but others make more appeal 

6. LYNX DU RUISSEAU - Showed some improvement when 5th in class E at Vincennes over 
2700m on 20 January. Does well with this shoeing and is capable of winning if smart 

7. LEADER RASTID - Not reliable and finished 4th in class E at this track over 2150m on 31 
January. Might play a minor role at very best 

8. LEADER DES APRES - Has struggled of late and finished 9th in class E at this track over 
2150m on 21 January. Others are preferred 

9. LIBERTANGO - Has improved of late and was runner-up in class E over this track and trip on 
28 January. Victorious before that and can score again 

10. LAERTE DU GOUTIER - Did not show his best when 8th in class E at Vincennes over 2700m 
on 14 January. Victorious back in December and can bounce back to score 

11. LINAS - Unreliable and was 3rd in class E at this track over 2150m on 21 January. Quite 
capable of making the frame 

Summary: A race where many hold a shot at winning. LIBERTANGO (9) has shown 
improvement of late and only found one runner a bit better on the day over this course and 
distance last month. He gets the vote to go one better. LYNX DU RUISSEAU (6) has 
disqualification issues but also performs well with this shoeing and must be respected for that. 
LIPSTICK QUICK (1) is not easy to trust but is capable of scoring when at his best. LOVAK DE 
HOUELLE (3) is in good form and can also get involved with the finish.

1. MAD DREAM - Unreliable but was 4th in class E at this track over 2700m on 3 February. 
Remains barefoot and might play a minor role at very best 

2. MOONLIGHT DJOC - Disqualified in class E at this course over 2700m on 3 February. In good 
form before that and can be a threat if smart 

3. MANGO CASTELETS - Victorious in two of his last three starts, including in Class E at track 
over 2700m on 16 January. Can double up 

4. MY LOVE DU VIVIER - Faulted in class D at Vincennes over 2850m on 24 November. Returns 
from a break but can be successful if smart 

5. MAJOR JENILOU - Succesful in Class E over this course and distance on 28 January. In 
decent form and should be competitive 

6. MAJOR GEDE - Consistent and was runner-up in class E at ths track over 2700m on 16 
January. Victorious earlier in January and is not out of it 

7. MBAPE DES CHARRONS - Victorious in Class E at this track over 2150m on 27 December. 
Victorious in two of last three starts and can win again 

8. MYTHE DU GOUTIER - Disqualified in class D at Vincennes over 2700m on 20 January. Has 
struggled of late and others make more appeal 

Summary: MY LOVE DU VIVIER (4) fluffed his lines with a disqualification at Vincennes in 
November. He is returning from a short break but is a quality runner and could score. MBAPE 
DES CHARRONS (7) has struck form with some wins and should challenge for top honours 
again. MAJOR JENILOU (5) picked up a win over this course and distance and will not go down 
easily. MANGO CASTELETS (3) has also struck form nicely and is not out of it.

1. NYCIA RED - A three-year-old filly by Village Mystic out of Franca Maria Sly who is making her 
debut. Qualified in a very good time and can score on debut 

2. NUANCE DE COLMINE - Showed some improvement and was 4th in class F over this course 
and distance on 25 January. Has a place chance in this line-up 

3. NOSTALGIE LOISIR - Has only been modest of late and finished 7th in class F at Chartres 
over 2300m on 3 November. Returns from a break and needs to do more to score 

4. NATHAN D'OLMEN - Not disgraced when 5th on debut in class F over this track and trip on 25 
January. Can be a threat with improvement expected 

5. NOBODY CASH - Showed some improvement and was 4th in class F at this track over 2925m 
on 31 January. Has shown improvement and could contest the finish 

6. NOLANN DES AGETS - Only modest of late and finished 5th in class F at this course over 
2925m on 31 January. Has room to improve but others make more appeal 

7. NORTHFIELDS - Disqualified in class F at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2150m on 21 January. Did 
better on debut and can be a threat if smart again 

8. NOSTRA DE L'ETRE - Disqualified in all three of her starts, the latest in class F at Cagnes-
sur-Mer over 2925m on 31 January. Has room to improve and can make the frame 

9. NANUCHKA - A three-year-old filly by Eridan out of Gloria Glamour who is making making her 
debut. Can be a threat for Theo Briand 

Summary: An interesting race. NYCIA RED (1) qualified with a good time and can score on her 
debut. NORTHFIELDS (7) faulted second time around but is better judged on his good debut; he 
can use that experience to challenge for top honours. NOSTRA DE L'ETRE (8) could be more 
talented than her three disqualifications suggest, and improvement is likely. NANUCHKA (9) 
makes her debut but could be a threat in a race where many have disqualification issues.

1. JACOVIA MADRIK - Not disgraced when 5th in class E at this track over 2925m on 23 
January. Quite capable of making the frame 

2. IMOKO MADRIK - Only modest of late and finished 6th in class G at Marseille-Vivaux over 
2650m on 18 January. Needs to do more to score 

3. KANSAS QUICK - Did not show his best when 11th in Class D at this track over 2925m on 11 
January. In good form before that and can be competitive in this line-up 

4. KOOL CRISTAL - Not disgraced when 5th in class E at Lyon-La Soie over 2700m on 19 
January. Remains barefoot and can win a race of this nature 

5. GAETANE DU VIVIER - Finished 3rd in class G ove this track and trip on 20 October when 
barefoot. Returns from a break but could earn some more money when smart 

6. JO DE CAZOULENE - Only modest of late and finished 6th in class G at Marseille-Borély over 
2300m on 8 November. Victorious in October and is capable of an upset 

7. IQUEM MARVIC - Disqualified twice in last three starts, the latest in class F at this course over 
2925m on January 3 February when barefoot. Has disqualification issues and others are 
preferred 

8. JAIKA DES FANES - Showed improvement and was runner-up in class E at this course over 
2925m on 23 January. Remains barefoot and can go one place better 

9. GALOPIN FONTAINE - Not reliable and finished 5th in class G at Marseille-Vivaux over 
2650m on 13 January. More is needed to beat these rivals 

10. HERCULE BRILLOUARD - Off form and finished 10th in class E at Marseille-Vivaux over 
2650m on  11 December. Needs to find a few lengths to score 

Summary: A very open lucky last race. KOOL CRISTAL (4) did not run badly when fifth at Lyon-
La Soie last month and should do a lot better, trying an amateurs' race for the first time. KANSAS 
QUICK (3) struggled last time out at this track but had some good form before that and is another 
trying this category. JAIKA DES FANES (8) can be a threat to repeat her good last run. JACOVIA 
MADRIK (1) is also capable of contesting the finish.
