6 Love Express W.F. is quick and comes 
with fine form.

40 meter handicap is not easy - but he 
meets much easier opponents now. 5 First Wise L is tricky and gallops 
a lot, but is an early contender without a mistake. 4 John Carpenter 
is better than the latest results show and should be considered early 
in this type of race.

Is better than the 
latest results show. Competes barefoot straight away. 4 Tjurkhults 
Stella has done well under the saddle but is making her seasonal 
debut this year, which makes the form hard to predict. In the mix if 
well prepared. 7 Prutti Di Mare has shown good form and was heavily 
backed two starts back in similar company.
