C1 - PRIX DU CONSERVATOIRE D'AMIENS - 2400m (a1m1/2) - Class E - Mounted - EUR € 20,000  

 
1. MY WAY ROBSEN - Kept to harness races so far and he has been disqualified in his last two starts, the latest at Le Touquet over 
2600m on 24 May. Needs major improvement trying a mounted race 

2. MOSCARO - Has kept to harness races so far and was 5th in Class G at Saint-Omer over 2625m on 31 May. Capable of 
improvement trying a mounted race 

3. MALICIEUSE D'EYMY - Showed vast improvement when runner-up in a Class F mounted race at Nort-sur-Erdre over 2400m on 31 
May. Has disqualification issues but is not out of it 

4. MANU D'HUCHELOUP - Successful in a Class F mounted race at Elbeuf over 2750m on 17 May. Barefoot this time and could make 

some money 

5. MACCHIATO ABSOLUTE - Not reliable but finished fourth in a harness claimer at Châlons-en-Champagne over 2625m on 24 May. 

Might play a minor role back in a mounted race 

6. MILTON ELLIS - Holding form and finished fourth in a Class F mounted race at Graignes over 2700m on 6 June. Has a place 
chance on best form 

7. MEDICIS DU BOCAGE - Has only been fair of late and finished fifth in a Class F mounted race at Reims over 2550m on 31 May. 
Has won a mounted race this year and is capable of an upset 

8. MEANDRE - Not disgraced when fourth in a Class F mounted race at Reims over 2550m on 31 May. Can be a threat to these rivals 

9. MARILOU D'ERI - Finished fifth in a Class F harness race at Bernay over 2800m on 31 May. Did win a mounted race before that and 

can make the frame 

10. MISS VITARDERIE - Yet to win a race but was runner-up in a Class F mounted race at Reims over 2550m on 31 May. Can go one 
place better 

11. MAYOTTE - Not reliable but was fourth in a Class E mounted race at La Capelle over 2750m on 3 May. Can get into the mix of 
things once again 

12. MAGIE DE GUIBRAY - Did not show his best when 7th in a Class D mounted race at Enghien over 2875m on 26 October. Returns 
from a break but could be a threat if fit enough 

13. MAGIC DE TILLARD - Did not show his best when 13th in a Class E harness race at Caen over 2450m on 16 May. Tries a 
mounted race and can contest the finish 

Summary: MISS VITARDERIE (10) has shown a liking for this discipline and, at her best, looks capable of opening her account. She is 
taken to play a leading role, although MAGIE DE GUIBRAY (12) commands plenty of respect on the strength of some smart previous 
form. Fitted with a lighter shoeing arrangement on his return, she is likely to have been well prepared for this assignment. 
MAYOTTE (11) caught the eye when finishing a solid fourth at Reims in early May and another bold showing would come as no 
surprise. MAGIC DE TILLARD (13) is an intriguing runner making his ridden debut and is worth keeping firmly on side in the betting.

1. NATIF DU FEYNAT - Disqualified on debut in Class G at Vitré over 2050m on 21 May. Capable of improvement but others are 
preferred 

2. NOBILIS D'EP - Disqualified in both starts, the latest in a harness race at Le Touquet over 2600m on 24 May. Needs major 
improvement to score 

3. NAPOLI DE GODREL - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest in a harness race at Reims over 2550m on 31 May. Capable of making 

the frame if staying in stride 

4. NANOUCHETTE - Not reliable and finished 6th in Class F at Reims over 2550m on 31 May. Has a place chance on best form 

5. NOCTALI JIEL - Has some fair form and finished 5th in Class F at La Capelle over 2750m on 24 May. Can earn some money 

6. NORMA CASTELLE - Has disqualification issues but was runner-up in a claimer at Bernay over 2825m on 18 May. Can make the 

frame if smart 

7. NAYKO DE LA CRIERE - Successful on debut in Class G at Gournay-en-Bray over 2550m on 25 May. Looks capable of doubling up 

8. NINA JOMUNA - Not reliable and finished tenth in Class F at La Capelle over 2750m on 24 May. Did win her penultimate start and is 
not out of it 

9. NECTAR TRANSEEN - In good shape and was third in Class F at Les Sables-d'Olonne over 2775m on 2 June. Should fight out the 
finish 

10. NABUCCO PLANCHETTE - A runner-up on debut in Class G at Le Neubourg over 2200m on 24 May. Can get involved with the 

finish 

11. NINA DU COJEUL - Disqualified last time out at Le Croisé-Laroche over 2700m on 20 May. Might play a minor role at very best 

12. NOUCHKA ROYALE - Yet to win a race and finished fourth in Class G at Elbeuf over 2750m on 17 May. Could play a minor role 

Summary: NAYKO DE LA CRIERE (7) made a striking impression when scoring with authority on debut. The manner of that success 
suggests there could be plenty more to come. NECTAR TRANSEEN (9) has been progressing steadily with each run and now benefits 
from the assistance of a leading driver. He is expected to mount a serious challenge. NABUCCO PLANCHETTE (10) also warrants 
close consideration. Racing fully shod off for this assignment, he could find further improvement. NAPOLI DE GODREL (3) remains a 
player if able to keep his manners in check.

1. MAHINE D'OCCAGNES - Disqualified at this track on 23 May. Not easy to trust and does need to find a few lengths to win 

2. MARIA JELOCA - In good form and finished 4th in a Class F at this track over 2400m on 16 May. Can be a threat to these rivals 

3. MODE CATZ - Unreliable and finished 8th in a Class F at Savenay over 2600m on 24 May. Was successful before that and could 
upset 

4. MY DOCTRINE - Victorious in a Class G at Arras over 2900m on 25 May. Tougher task this time but cannot be ruled out 

5. MELODIE DU LILAS - Not reliable and finished 9th in a Class E at Argentan over 2875m on 10 May. Capable of bouncing back to 

score 

6. MISSY MELODY - Disqualified at Gournay-en-Bray on 25 May. Not easy to trust and others make more appeal in this line-up 

7. MYSTIC LYL - Successful in a Class H at Elbeuf over 2750m on 17 May. In good shape and is capable of doubling up 

8. MICKAELLA - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest at this track on 25 May. Capable of better and is not out of it if smart 

9. MISS JENILOU - Disqualified at Reims on 25 May. Has major disqualification issues and is probably best watched for now 

10. MINOUCHE ERCA - Has shown improvement of late and finished 4th in a Class F at Gournay-en-Bray over 2550m on 25 May. Can 

be competitive in this line-up 

11. MAGNIFIK BOSDARROS - Showed some improvement when 4th in a Class F at this track over 2400m on 21 May. Not easy to 
trust but has a place chance 

12. MADOVA DU RILER - Disqualified at Reims on 25 May. Unreliable and probably needs to find a few lengths to beat these rivals 

Summary: MYSTIC LYL (7) has done little wrong since making her debut and looks the most solid proposition in a race lacking 
standout certainties. MELODIE DU LILAS (5) arrives on the back of two disappointing efforts, but she remains capable of bouncing 
back if able to secure an early lead and dictate matters. MINOUCHE ERCA (10) has been heading in the right direction and her recent 
progress suggests she is capable of making the frame. MICKAELLA (8) is also worthy of consideration. Having now had two runs under 

her belt this year, she should be nearing peak fitness.

1. MATIN DE MARS - Finished 10th in a Class F at Le Croise-Laroche over 2700m. Battling to find best form and others are preferred 

2. MAESTRO DE FERFAY - Unreliable and unplaced in a Class F at Gournay-en-Bray over 2550m on 25 May. Needs to find a few 

lengths to score 

3. MANGANOU DU DOME - Disqualified at Reims on 23 November. Returns from a break but could contest the finish if fit enough 

4. MERCURY JIEL - Finished 7th in a Class F at Gournay-en-Bray over 2550m on 25 May. Not reliable but is also not out of it 

5. MARNAON VINGUY - Not reliable and was runner-up in a Class F at Lisieux over 2725m on 17 May. Capable of earning some more 

money 

6. MUNDAKA - A runner-up in a Class F at Lecroise-Laroche over 2700m on 1 June. Has been competitive so far and could earn some 
more money 

7. MYSTIC DARK - Disqualified three times ina row, the latest at Bernay on 31 May. Hard to trust and others are preferred 

8. MY KLY ERA - Disqualified at Alencon on 11 May. Clearly capable of better and can be a threat to these rivals 

9. MARACANA DU VIVIER - Successful in a Class F at Lisieux over 2725m on 12 April. Has shown improvement of late and 
coulddoubleup 

10. MONTY BOY - In good form and was runner-up in a Class F at this track over 2400m on 16 May. Has disqualification issues but is 
a threat if smart 

11. MOONSHINER JOLY - In very good form and was runner-up in a Class F at Gournay-en-Bray over 2550m on 24 May. Should fight 
out the finish 

12. MY MILLION D'ANSY - Victorious in a Class F at Mont-Saint-Michel over 2675m on 25 May. Back to best and could follow up 

Summary: MY MILLION D'ANSY (12) appears to be back to his best and is expected to play a leading role in what looks a competitive 
affair. Chief among his rivals is MONTY BOY (10), who arrives in good heart after recording two consecutive runner-up finishes, one of 
them over this very course and distance. MARACANA DU VIVIER (9) has been carefully campaigned since making a winning return in 
April and could have more to offer. MY KLY ERA (8) failed to fire on his seasonal reappearance, but that effort is best forgiven. He is 
entitled to come on significantly for the run and remains a contender on his previous form.

1. JULIANO DE GLANE - Disqualified last time out at Arras over 2900m on 25 May. Unreliable and needs to find a few lengths to score 

2. JARDY DES LANDES - Disqualified three times in a row, the latest in a mounted race at Le Touquet over 2600m on 24 May. Very 

hard to trust but could surprise if smart 

3. KAMELIE DU CAMPUS - Unreliable and was disqualified last time out in a harness race at La Capelle over 2750m on 24 May. 
Battling to regain best form and others make more appeal 

4. KAFIA DE CERISY - Has only been modest of late and finished 7th in a Class E harness race at Reims over 2550m on 31 May. 
Needs to do more to score on mounted race debut 

5. KALYPSO DU CAUX - Non partantNon runner 

6. KALLISTO DE LASTEL - Did not show his best when 7th in a Class H mounted race at Ranes over 2150m on 25 May. Capable of 

earning some money 

7. KANARDO FOR CLARA - Has major disqualification issues but was fourth in a Class G mounted race at Le Mont-Saint-Michel over 
2675m on 15 May. Can make the frame 

8. KADOR DU RABUTIN - Off form and was 9th in Class F at Royan La Palmyre over 2475m on 24 May. Needs to find a few lengths 
to score trying a mounted race 

9. KALMIA DES NOES - Victorious last time out in a Class H mounted race at Loudéac over 2850m on 30 May. Capable of doubling 
up 

10. KADOR DELO - In good form and was third in a Class F mounted race at Gournay-en-Bray over 2550m on 14 May. Should be 
competitive once again 

11. JUSTIN DE VALMONT - Disqualified last time out in a mounted race at Elbeuf over 2750m on 7 June. Not easy to trust and but 

might play a minor role 

12. KING KONG DANOVER - Successful in a Class H mounted race at Châlons-en-Champagne over 2600m on 24 May. Can follow up 

Summary: Trainer Stéphane Provoost could hold a particularly strong hand in this contest with both KING KONG DANOVER (12) and 
KALMIA DES NOES (9). The former made an immediate impact when winning on his ridden debut and looks capable of following up, 
while the latter arrives in excellent form after an authoritative success on the turf at Loudéac. KANARDO FOR CLARA (7) is not the 

easiest horse to trust, but his ability is beyond doubt. KADOR DELO (10) should be competitive if reproducing his best form.

1. LIZENN D'ERQUY - Disqualified at Grenade-sur-Garonne over 2725m on 31 May. Unreliable but cannot be ruled out from scoring if 
smart 

2. LAZIZA JASMA - Finished 8th in a Class E at Reims over 2500m on 25 May. Needs to find a few lengths to beat these rivals 

3. LOVE WITH YOU - Successful in a Class F at Le Croise- Laroche over 2700m on 1 June. Unreliable but is capable of doubling up 

4. LADY VICTORY - Unreliable but did run well when 3rd in a Class E at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2150m on 4 June. Can be 
competitive once again 

5. LILI BROAY - Finished 8th at Mons over 2300m on 26 May. Disappointing form since debut and others make more appeal 

6. LUTTE IMPERIALE - Not disgraced when 5th in a Class E at Vire over 2700m on 18 May. Capable of contesting the finish 

7. LITTLE ROAD - Victorious in a Class F over this track and trip on 23 May. In good shape and could follow up 

8. LATINA DE TILOU - Finished 9th in a Class F at Le Croise-Laroche over 2700m on 1 June. Needs major improvement to score

Summary: LITTLE ROAD (7) faces a less-than-ideal draw on the outside, but she created a favourable impression when scoring over 
this course and distance last time. If able to overcome her starting position, she can follow up. LOVE WITH YOU (3) also commands 
plenty of respect after registering a victory just ten days ago. LADY VICTORY (4) possesses plenty of natural speed and has the profile 
of a filly capable of making her presence felt. LUTTE IMPERIALE (6) is another to consider. She has shown an affinity for this starting 
method and her consistency in similar conditions suggests she can play a big role.

Returns from a break 
and could need thsi run 

2. L'ALPHA DE LAUNI - Showed some improvement when a runner-up in a Class E at Reims over 2500m on 25 May. Has a place 
chance 

3. LEADER DE L'ITON - Has done little wrong so far and was successful in a Class F at Nimes over 2750m on 17 May. Capable of 

following up 

4. LATINOS DU NOYER - Has struggled of late and finished 9th in a Class E at Caen over 2200m on 27 May. Needs to do more to 
score 

5. LARGO D'ENFER - In good shape and finished 4th in a Class E at Caen over 2200m on 27 May. Has claims in this line-up 

6. LUPIN DU RIB - Successful in a Class F at Gournay-en-Bray over 2550m on 24 May. Has not been reliable but can double up 

7. LESTER DU CHERISAY - Victorious in a Class F at Vichy over 2150m on 28 May. Does also have disqualification issues but is a 
threat when smart

10. LET'S GO SAUTREUIL - Victorious in a Class F at Argentan over 2150m on 11 May. Not easy to trust and cannot be ruled out of it 

11. LAMSOU SAN - Has hit the cross bar three times in a row the latest at Mons over 2800m on 17 February. Can earn some more 
money 

12. LITTLEKING FOXGLEN - Finished 14th in a claimer at Vincennes over 2850m on 28 October. Likely to need this run returning from 
a break 

13. LEADER TURGOT - Unreliable and finished 12th in a Class F at Le Croise-Laroche over 2700m on 1 June. Might play a minor role 
at very best 

14. LEADER DE CERISY - Finished tenth in Class F at Mont-Saint-Michel over 2675m on 25 May. Others are much preferred this time 

Summary: A competitive and open-looking contest where preference is given to those drawn on the front row, headed by LARGO 
D'ENFER (5), who looks attractively treated on earnings and returns to a track he particularly likes. LUPIN DU RIB (6) is another major 
player. Racing barefoot under what appears an ideal entry, he has the credentials to mount a serious challenge. LESTER DU 
CHERISAY (7) comes into the race on the back of a recent victory, but his profile suggests a degree of caution remains advisable. 
LEADER DE L'ITON (3) rarely runs a bad race and must have a chance too.

2. IDEAL MOSSA - Disqualified at Vichy on 1 June. Not reliable but is capable of earning some money when staying in stride 

3. INDIEN D'HERIPRE - Unreliable and finished 8th in a Class E at Mont-Saint-Michel over 2675m on 25 May. Has a place chance on 
best form 

4. IZIASLAV TEK - Bounced back to form with a victory in a Class E at Ecommoy over 2750m on 31 May. Looks capable of scoring 
again 

5. IROKO DU CAIEU - Disqualified at Cagnes-sur-Mer on 23 December. Returns from a break and is likely to need this run 

6. ITONO DE MILLAC - Knocking very hard at the door and was runner-up in a Class E at Salon-de-Provence over 3000m on 30 May. 
Should be right there at the finish once again

find a few lengths to score 

8. ILLICO DES BAUX - Has only been modest of late and finished 8th in a Class F at La Capelle over 2750m on 3 May. Needs major 
improvement to win 

9. IDAO NAY - Holding form and finished 4th in a Class E at Vichy over 2800m on 18 May. Capable of winning a race of this nature 

10. IDEAL DE SASSY - Off form and finished 7th in a Class F at Lisieux over 2725m on 27 May. Needs to find a few lengths to beat 
these rivals 

11. HELALI DE MONTCEAU - Finished 6th in a Class D at Vincennes over 2100m on 5 June. Capable of better and is not out of it 

12. INEDIT DU PAVILLON - Unreliable and finished 10th in a Class A at Granville over 3100m on 24 May. Can be a threat dropped to 
this level so must be respected 

Summary: IDAO NAY (9) produced a creditable effort in defeat at Vichy and looks well placed to go one better this time. ITONO DE 
MILLAC (6) is operating at the top of his game and is expected to provide the principal opposition. IZIASLAV TEK (4) also enters 
calculations after a convincing success on the grass at Ecommoy at the end of May. INEDIT DU PAVILLON (12) can be difficult to 
predict from one run to the next, but the race conditions appear particularly favourable on this occasion.
