1. AL KHAMSIN - Turned in a better run last time out when fourth over 2000m at Le Lion-d'Angers,
beaten 2.25 lengths. Worth including.

2. SCHWANENSEE - Scored a well-deserved win last start over 2100m at Tarbes after a close second
two runs back. Tough to beat again with the confidence high.

3. MARTIN'S JUSIS - Has been out of the placings in recent runs. Last start finished 4 lengths from the
winner in fourth over 2400m at La Teste. Rates highly.

4. MIDNIGHT SHINE - Has struggled to find form this season including last start when he finished 13
lengths from the winner in 13th over 1400m at this track. Needs improvement.

5. SATURNO - Modest effort first up last start, finishing ninth and beaten 3.5 lengths over 2450m at
Mont-de-Marsan.

No threat when sixth over 1400m at this track last
time out. Hard to have.

2. MISTER KOOL - Is coming back sharply in journey after he finished sixth last start over 2450m at
Mont-de-Marsan. Sure to make his presence felt.

3. PRIMO VIOLINO - Finished midfield last start at Deauville over 1200m, 3.5 lengths from the winner.
Tackles a longer journey this time. Major player.

4. SUDAF - Promising filly with placings at both career runs to date. Last start was 5.5 lengths from the
winner in third over 1500m at Saint Cloud. Close to a win and another bold showing is expected.

5. PETITE COQUINE - Easily beaten at her last run before spelling and didn't fare any better when
resuming over 2100m at Tarbes two-and-a-half weeks ago, beaten 9 lengths into eighth. Outclassed.

Delphine Santiago
goes on this time. Well placed to make amends.

2. ARYA CHOPE - Had to contend with a wide alley at her latest run and finished down the track over
1200m at Mont-de-Marsan. Fares better at the draw this time. Sure to be prominent.

3. SCHOUMI - Yet to fill a placing in two career runs and was well beaten last time when 7 lengths back
in sixth over 1400m at Mont-de-Marsan. Can't see her troubling these.

4. CHISPA - Unraced filly by Oasis Dream out of Sagres. Was a GNS 25,000 (Tattersalls 2021
Somerville Yearling Sale) purchase. Favouring others.

9. NANA - Showed good early speed on debut last start but couldn't maintain the pressure, winding up
in sixth over 1500m at Tarbes. Likely improver with strong claims.

2. ZALACAIN - Lightly raced colt who progressed nicely last start with a win by a head over 1300m at
Longchamp. Shapes up nicely.

3. WED - Lightly raced filly who was beaten 1.3 lengths into second last start over 1400m at La Teste.
Likely to feature.

4. BALLERINA - Has looked good in her three career starts, most recently scoring by 2 lengths over
1400m at this track. Well placed and sure to be in the finish.

5. OLETTA - Last appeared when she finished seventh over 1400m at Mont-de-Marsan on July 20.
Hard to make a case for.

At the latest outing
he finished seventh over 1500m at Tarbes on May 12. Not dismissed.

2. SIXTIES LOOK - Made some progress last start to finish eighth over 2500m at Langon Libourne
when lining up forjust the second time. More improvement needed.

3. VERBENA - Solid effortlast start, beaten a head into second over 2000m at Mont-de-Marsan. Among
the chances.

4. TAKE IT EASY - Returned from a spell last start with a modest 11th over 2400m at Castera-Verduzan,
beaten 51 lengths. Strips fitter but needs lots of progress.

2. SAN PE - Still a maiden after three runs, last start finishing fourth over 2150m at Mont-de-Marsan.
Hard to recommend.

3. JADE - Unraced filly by Carghese Des Landes out of Vareska. Others appeal more.

4. DREAM GOLD - He has been easily accounted for at each of his three career starts. No threat when
sixth over 2150m at Mont-de-Marsan last time out. Hard to have.
