1. JALENCIA BELLA - Unplaced in a class F at Bollène over 2800m on 9 June.Remains 
barefoot. Needs to be wise to have a chance. Remains barefoot 

2. JEDHA - Disqualified in a class F at this track over 2150m on 27 May. Probably best watched 
for now 

3. JULIE DU PERCHE - Finished 6th in a class F at Vire over 2825m on 25 May. Well suited to 
the right-hander and can make the frame 

4. JULIANA DU LOISIR - Struggling of late and was fourth in a class E at this track over 2800m 
on 18 May.
