LOVAK DE HOUELLE (2)
is in good form and should fight out the finish once again. LIPTON DU NOYER (7) has had a
couple of disqualifications of late but is a threat to these rivals if staying in stride. LORD THOMAS
(6) ran well over this track and trip at the beginning of the month and is another to consider.

4. JULIANO DELTO - Not reliable but was barefoot and third in a Class E mounted race at
Vincennes over 2200m on 30 December. Remains without shoes and and can get involved with

8. KRYSTAL DU RUEL - Consistent and finished runner-up in class D at Enghien over 2875m on
10 July. Returns from a break but can earn some money

9. HERMES DE L'ISAC - Not disgraced when 5th in class G at Vincennes over 2100m on 11
December. Has shown improvement and might earn some minor money

10. KAFU - Finished 6th in class E at Bordeaux-Le Bouscat over 2550m on 4 January. Races
