1. JENTIL DIESCHOOT - Successful in class D at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2150m on 31 January.
Remains barefoot and can get into the mix of things again

2. IDEAL DE RIVRAY - Has some fair form and finishef fifth in class D at Agen-le-Passage over
2625m on 9 February. Reverts to barefoot and might play a minor role

3. GOLD D’ECROVILLE - Finished ffth in class D over this course and distance on 8 February.
Remains barefoot and might play a minor role

4. HALL BLACK MESS - Unreliable and was unplaced in class C at this track over 2700m on 24
January. Capable of an upset on best form

5. IT'S MY DREAM - A winner of a class D mounted race over this course and distance on 13
December. Better under the saddle and others are preferred

6. HAWAI RIVER - Unreliable but was fourth in a class D mounted race at Maure-de-Bretagne
over 2850m on 2 February. Needs to do more to beat these rivals

7. HERCULE DE LEAU - Uneliable and finished 10th in class C at Lyon-Parilly over 2850m on 27
October. Returns from a break and could need this run

8. IRIS FROM - Consistent of late and was runner-up at Bordeaux-Le Bouscat over 2650m on 26
December. Has a place chance in this line-up

9. HALMA D'AMER - Only modest of late and finished 6th in class B at this track over 2850m on
29 January. Remains barefoot but needs to do more to score

10. JILORD VIVA - Not disgraced when fifth in a Group 3 at this track over 2100m on 25 January.
Can contest the finish for Eric Raffin

11. JAG STRYCK - off form and was unplaced in class B over this track and trip on 29 January.
Reverts to barefoot but others make more appeal

12. JONGLEUSE DE LUNE - Very consistent and was runner-up in class B over this track and
trip on 29 January. Remains barefoot and can go one place better

13. HERO SIBEY - Disqualified in a Group 3 at this track over 2700m on 10 January. Capable of
making the frame when smart

14. ISOFOU DU CHENE - Disqualified in a Group 3 at this track over 2100m on 24 January.
Remains barefoot and was in good form before that. Not out of it

15. HORATIUS D'ELA - Not reliable and finished 9th in class B at this track over 2850m on 29
January. Reverts to barefoot and can be competitive in this line-up

16. GOAL STAR - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest in class A at this track over 2100m on 4
January. Not easy to trust and others make more appeal
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Summary: ONGLEUSE DE LUNE (12) is very consistent. She is also quite talented, and her
winning turn does not look far away. JILORD VIVA (10) was not disgraced in Group 3 company
last time out and should be a threat to these rivals. ISOFOU DU CHENE (14) remains barefoot,
and it is easy to forgive his recent fault as he showed some good form before that. HORATIUS
D'ELA (15) is racing without shoes this time around, so expect a much better performance and he
looks ready to strike.

3. MIDNIGHT SOMOLLI - Disqualified in class E at Graignes over 2700m on 9 February. Not
reliable and others are prefrerred this time around

4. MISSING - Did not show her best when unplaced in class E at Graignes over 2700m on 9
February. Two good wins last year and could bounce back to score

5. MALINKA DE GENNES - Showed some improvement when fifth in class E at this track over
2175m on 22 January. Remains barefoot but more is needed to beat these rivals

6. MALINE DE JED - Unreliable and finished 8th in class E at this track over 2700m on 1
February. Needs to do more to beat these rivals

7. MA LILI GEMA - Needed tha last run when 6th in class E at this track over 2700m on 5
February. Had some nice wins last year and can be a lively danger

8. MELITTE DE RIVIERE - Successfu in class F at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2150m on 4
Februlary. Remains barefoot and could follow up

9. MAJESTE DU MENIL - In good shape and was third in class E at Amiens over 2400m on 9
December. Can get involved with the finish once again

10. MISS LOVE BERRY - Disqualified in class E at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2925m on 31 January.
Did win her penultimate start and is not out of it

11. MANHATTAN D'AMER - In good shape and was third in class E at this track over 2850m on
25 December. Drops in distance but has claims of a victory

Summary: A very open-looking race. MISSING (4) had some good wins last year and looks
talented. She needed her last run and could strike back with a victory. MA LILI GEMA (7) will strip
fitter from her last run and could fight out the finish. MANHATTAN D'AMER (11) drops in distance
but is in good form and clearly not out of it. MELITTE DE RIVIERE (8) remains barefoot and could
follow up on her win last time out.

4. MILKA LIO - Not reliable and finished 7th in class C at this track over 2100m on 16
September. Returns from a break and could need this run

5. MAGELLANO SUN - Not reliable but was Fourth in class D over this course and distance on
26 December. Might earn some minor money

6. MOGALDO DU PARC - Needed the last run when 8th in class D at this track over 2100m on
11 January. Three solid wins last year and could surprise

7. MAGIK UP STAR - In very good shape and was runner-up in class E over this course and
distance on 14 January. Remains barefoot and can be competitive once again

8. MAGISTER D'ELA - Disqualified in class D at this track over 2700m on 31 January. Has
disqualification issues but is capable of winning when smart

9. MAGIC JOHN - Victorious in class E over this track and trip on 30 January. Not easy to trust
but is capable of doubling up

10. MOZART SAUTONNE - Disqualified in class D at this track over 2175m on 8 November.
Returns from a break but can score if fit enough

11. MY DREAM - Has not show much and was unplaced in class D over this track and trip on 31
January. Capable of improvement for Eric Raffin

12. MUST DU BELLAY - Finished third in a class C at Chatelaillon-La Rochelle over 2625m on 9
November. Returns from a break but could earn some money if fit enough

Summary: MAGISTER D'ELA (8) is not easy to trust, but he is talented and capable of bouncing
back to win a race of this nature. MOZART SAUTONNE (10) faulted last time out and is returning
from a break but can score if fit enough. MAGIC JOHN (9) was a good winner over this course
and distance last month and can follow up. MAGIK UP STAR (7) remains in good shape and can
also follow up on a solid last success.

3. LADY DE JANEIRO - Unplaced in class E at this track over 2175m on 31 January. Probably
needs to find a few lengths to score

4. LIBERTY CASH - In good shape and was runner-up in a class E mounted race at this track
over 2700m on 28 December. Reverts to barefoot and might play a minor role

5. LONDON DELO - Showed improvement when third in class E at this track over 2175m on 31
January. Can play a minor role at very best

barefoot and can contest the finish when smart

9. L'AUDACE - Did not show her best when 6th in a claimer at this track over 2700m on 6
February. More is needed to beat these rivals

10. LUCKIS - Disqualified three times in a row, the latest in class F at Angers over 3125m on 7
February. Reverts to barefoot but is hard to trust and others make more appeal

11. LOVE TO RUN - Consistent and was fourth in class F at Angers over 3125m on 15 January.
Remains barefoot and does have a place chance

12. LALE - Finished 10th in class E at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2150m on 4 February. Needs to
find a few lengths to score

13. LOKIE KADESH - Not reliable and finished 6th in class E at Graignes over 2725m on 9
February. Hard to trust and others are preferred

Summary: LIBRE SAUTONNE (2) is usually competitive. She drops in distance this time around
but still gets the vote to score. LILY POM MIX (8) is barefoot for this race, which suggests her
recent disqualification is best ignored. LADY DUCALE (6) has shown improvement of late and is
capable of doubling up on her recent success. LUCRECE (1) has shown what she is capable of
with two solid victories and must be respected for that.

3. IBILI D'OCCAGNES - Finished 6th in a class D mounted race at this track over 2700m on 6
February. Not easy to trust and others make more appeal

4. IXOR DE L'ITON - Only modest of late and finished 7th in a class D mounted race at this track
over 2700m on 6 February. Needs to do a bit more to score

5. JOYEUSE ENTREE - Finished 9th in a class F harness race at Angers over 3125m on 28
January. Did better under the saddle before that and has a place chance

6. JADE DE CASTELLE - Has some fair form and was fifth in a class D mounted race at this
track over 2700m on 15 January. Can be competitive in this line-up

7. JUBLA VIKING - Returned to form with a barefoot win in a class D mounted race at this track
over 2700m on 15 January. Remains barefoot and can follow up

8. JAZZY THOURJAN - Not reliable but was fourth in a class E mounted race at Pontchateau
over 2800m on 21 December. Might play a minor role

9. IDAHO A LA BRUYERE - Disqualified in class D at this track over 2175m on 22 October.
Remains barefoot but others are much preferred

10. JENNY DE JOUDES - Not disgraced when fifth in a class D harness race at this track over
2700m on 18 January. Might earn some minor money

11. IL TROTTE JARL - Not disgraced when fourth in a class D mounted race at this track over
2700m on 6 February. Remains barefoot and could play a minor role

Summary: JUBLA VIKING (7) reminded us what she is capable of when scoring a barefoot win
at this track last month. She races without shoes again and can double up. JASMINE DE NEUVY
(2) showed improvement with a good performance over this course and distance and could go
one place better. JUSTE SNOB (13) will appreciate being back in a mounted race and is not out
of it. IKITORI (12) is clearly capable of better than his last run would suggest and is another to
consider.

December. Tries barefoot and has ability. Also has claims of scoring

7. EXPLORER MUNDI - Disqualified at Modene over 1600m on 28 January. In good form before
that but this is a far tougher task

8. KIWI DE CHINE - Showed some improvement when third in class E at Maure-de-Bretagne
over 2850m on 2 February. Might play a minor role at very best

9. NICOLAS MATISSE - Disqualified at Wolvega over 2100m on 7 February. A winner of his
penultimate start and is not out of it if smart

10. LOVEISLOVE PELLINI - Has struggled of late and was unplaced in a class E mounted race
at this track over 2700m on 31 January. Needs major improvement to win

11. KOPA VRIE - Victorious in a class F at Angers over 3125m on 7 February. Remains barefoot
and is capable of doubling up

12. KIWI DE CONNEE - Finished 6th in class E at Maure-de-Bretagne over 2850m on 2 February
Reverts to barefoot and was a winner twice in a row before that so must be respected

13. KARNAC D'ALCI - Consistent and was runner-up in a class F at Nantes over 3000m on 16
January. Can also be a thrat to these rivals

14. KIROYAL DU VINOIS - Finished unplaced in class E over this track and trip on 1 February.
Reverts to barefoot and could contest the finish

15. KRAC BOREAL - A winner of 3 of his last 6 starts, including last time out in class F at Rouen-
Mauquenchy over 2850m on 21 January. Can be successful again

16. KRONOS ZEN - Finished 8th in class F at Saint-Brieuc over 3150m on 23 January. Capable
of better and might make the frame

Summary: A very open race. JULIEN SENSEI (6) is clearly better than his last run would suggest
and would not be a surprise winner on local debut. KIROYAL DU VINOIS (14) is barefoot and
ready to strike, so look for an improved performance from him. KRAC BOREAL (15) has struck a
purple patch of form and could have another win in his locker. KOPA VRIE (11) remains barefoot
and could follow up on his win at Angers, and must be respected in this line-up.

4. MAGNOLIADARCHE - Unreliable and was fifth in a Group 3 over this track and trip on 31
January. Remains barefoot but needs to do a bit more to score

5. MARGAUX DES ARRIS - Disqualified in a Group 3 at this track over 2850m on 31 January.
Hard to trust but annnot be ruled out completely

6. MUNHOA VEDAQUAISE - Much improved of late and was victorious in a Group 3 over this
track and trip on 31 January. Has won two in a row with this shoeing and can complete the treble

7. MEPHISTO DU CLOS - Very consistent and was third in a Group 3 over this course and
distance on 31 January. Capable of making the frame yet again

8. MILOR DE LA VALLEE - Consistent and was fourth in a Group 3 ove this track and trip on 31
January. Can get involved with the finish once again

9. MACK DAIRPET - Very consistent and was runner-up in a Group 3 over this course and
distance on 31 January. Should be right there at the finish

10. MANITAS DE TRUCHON - Unreliable but was fifth in a Group 2 at this track over 2175m on
17 January. Remains barefoot and can earn some money

Summary: MUNHOA VEDAQUAISE (6) has struck a purple patch of form with some very good
wins and can complete a hat-trick. MACK DAIRPET (9) is very consistent, chased home that rival
last time out, and will not go down easily this time around. MILOR DE LA VALLEE (8) is usually
competitive and is likely to be right there at the finish once again. MOJITA (2) is capable of
bouncing back from a recent fault to get into the mix again.

Remains barefoot and can contest the finish

7. LAGNU MAG - Only modest of late and finished 6th in class B at this track over 2850m on 6
February. Needs to do more to beat these rivals

8. LORD DELO - Disqualified at this track over 2700m on 31 January. Not easy to trust but is
capable of scoring when staying on the trot

9. FIRST TIME ROC - Disqualified in class B at this track over 2850m on 6 February. Not easy to
trust and others make more appeal

10. FLY TOP - Unreliable and finished 10th in class B at this track over 2850m on 6 February.
Capable of a surprise when in the right mood

11. LOVE BITES - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest in class B at this track over 2850m on 7
February. Remains barefoot but others are preferred

Summary: A very tricky lucky last race. LUMINOSITY (3) should have a winning turn soon and
was fourth in a better race than this last time out. He can take out this lucky last race. FERAHAN
AS (6) was well beaten in Group 1 company last time out, so should do much better at this level.
LORD DELO (8) is not easy to trust but is capable of scoring. LILY DE L'AUNAY (1) has shown
improvement of late and could be capable of following up.
