1. ZIA AGNESE - Comes off a good third-place finish over 2000m on this course in a Group 3 on 
3 August. Christophe Soumillon retains the ride which is a big plus 

2. CASPI STAR - Disappointing last two starts. Finished eighth over 2400m at Newmarket in a 
Listed race on 19 July. More needed to win this 

3. GINALYAH - Finished behind Indalimos when fourth in a Group 3 over 2400m at Chantilly on 1 
June. She may battle to turn the form around
