4 Quantum Tile is matched in fairly good 
company and is interesting barefoot. 6 Hot Stone is mainly a place bet 
as he faces tough competitors.

2 Thai M. Square is 
favored by the short distance and if he reaches the front, he can lead 
this all the way. Main challenger. 3 Cabron is one of Norway's absolute 
best horses when he is at his best but he is a bit up and down. Still, 
he shouldn't be discounted here. 5 Wishful Order is possible too, but 
didn't show anything special last time.

9 Macbeth B.R. won with 
energy left in the last race. Early contender but needs some luck from 
this lane. 3 Id Diamant has good skills and should not be overlooked 
either with the right journey.
