PREVIEW: REDFORD caught the eye on debut when making good late progress to finish 2nd over 1000m. 
With that experience to count on and the step up in trip likely to suit, he will improve so could go one better. 
MADE IN CHELSEA was beaten by the same rival (at level weights) when finishing 3rd on debut over 1000m. 
He should also have more to offer over this distance especially with natural improvement expected. TAG AND 
RELEASE has the form and experience to challenge those principals while RABDAN ought to pose more of a 
threat back in a maiden. Watch the betting on the newcomers, especially LA SPLENDIDA.

This shorter trip may 
be more to her liking and she won’t need to improve much in her first start up the straight to open her account. 
PITERAQ, BLUE LAGOON and SCANDALIZE have the form and experience to play leading roles, while 
BEFORE SUNRISE need only confirm the improvement of her last-start 2nd over track and trip to also have a 
say in the outcome. GQEBERHA and 2yo LUCY’S WORLD aren’t taken lightly either.

AVIGNON and BONNE BOUCHE will appreciate returning to this track and remain 
competitive at this level off their current ratings. Go wide in exotics!
