€ 22,000  

 
1. MUST MAJYC - Showed some improvement when fourth last time out in Class F on 9 
February. Can make the frame 

2. MY GIRL - Showed vast improvement when runner-up in Class F at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 
2150m on 11 February. Can go one better this time 

3. MUSE DU LOISIR - Holding form and finished fourth in Class C at this track over 2150m on 8  
February. Can contest the finish 

4. MIAMI DREAM - Unreliable and finished tenth last time out in Class D at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 
2150m on 6 January. Others make more appeal 

5. MUST ATOUT - Not disgraced when 5th in Class C at Vincennes over 2200m on 30 January. 
Big chance this longer distance 

6. MAD DREAM - Modest form of late and finished 6th in Class B at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2925m 
on 13 February. Can make the frame 

7. MANITAS DE TRUCHON - Bounced back from two disqualifications with a victory in Class C 
at this track over 2150m on 8 February. Might follow up this longer distance 

8. MODESTO - Finished fourth on debut but followed that up with two good wins, with the latest 
being in Class D at Lyon-La Soie over 2050m on 20 January. Tries a lot further but is not out of it 

9. MANHATTAN EMGE - Did not show his best when 7th in Class B at Vincennes over 2700m 
on 12 January. In very good form before and can bounce back to score 

10. MANANA JEF - Knocking hard at the door and was runner-up in Class C over this track and 
trip on 31 January. Can go one better this time out 

Summary: MANHATTAN EMGE (9) takes a drop in class and can bounce back to beat these 
rivals. his form before that run suggested more wins were in the tank. MODESTO (8) makes a 
hat-trick attempt after some solid wins. Those were over a much shorter distance, though. MUST 
ATOUT (5) was not disgraced at Vincennes last time out and is likely to a lot better this trip. MAD 
DREAM (6) finished in a good time last time out and is not out of it.

1. LILAS DU MELEUC - Holding form and finished 5th in class E at Agen-Le Passage over 
2575m on 10 February. Has a place chance 

2. LEKEVIN DESBOIS - Knocking very hard on the door and was runner-up in class E at 
Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2700m on 17 January. Be right there at the finish once again 

3. LE BEAU FOXGLEN - Victorious in Class E at Toulouse over 2750m on 16 January. Has 
shown improvement and is capable of following up 

4. LE WINNER AS - Finished 6th in class C at Beaumont-de-Lomagne over 2400m on 13 
October. Has yet to win a race and is likely to need this run returning from a break 

5. LIKELY DU PADOUENG - Unreliable and finished 5th in class C at Agen-Le Passage over 
2825m on 22 January. Can do a bit better this time around 

6. LOOPING GRIFF - In good shape and was third in class C at Agen-Le Passage over 2625m 
on 22 January. Not out of it 

7. LET ME WIN - Bounced back from a disqualification with a good fourth in class D at Lyon-La 
Soie over 2700m on 12 February. Big chance 

8. L'AMI DE LANCOUR - Finished 8th in class D at Bordeaux-Le Bouscat over 2550m on 27 
December. Unreliable and others are preferred 

9. L'AMIRAL DIGEO - Finished 7th in class E at Nantes over 3000m on 26 January. Won his 
penultimate start and is capable of an upset 

10. LOUISDOR DECHAMBOU - Finished 9th in class D at Vincennes over 2700m on 24 
September. Unreliable and is likely to need this run returning from a break 

11. LILI - Has some fair form and was fourth in class E at Agen-Le Passage over 2575m on 10 
February. Might play a minor role 

12. LANCELOT BOCAIN - Finished 10th in class E at Agen-Le Passage over 2575m on 10 
February. Others make more appeal 

Summary: LET ME WIN (7) is clearly unreliable but does have talent and has already picked up 
a hat-trick of wins in just 8 starts. He should make a bold bid at another victory. LEKEVIN 
DESBOIS (2) has run up three consecutive runner-up performances and should be a serious 
challenger once again. LOOPING GRIFF (6) is consistent and likely to be very competitive again. 
LE BEAU FOXGLEN (3) won over this course and distance last time out and is not out of it.

Needs to 
find a few lengths to win 

2. JOIE DE BERTRANGE - Disqualified in class F at Toulouse over 2950m on 10 January. Not 
easy to trust but is not out of it 

3. INES D'ATOUT - In good form and was runner-up in class E at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2150m 
on 8 February. Can contest the finish 

4. JET JET JET - Disappointing form of late and was 7th in class D at Toulouse over 2950m on 
10 January.  Has talent and is capable of getting involved with the finish 

5. JET DE LA FERME - Unreliable and was 7th in class F at Grenade-sur-Garonne over 2725m 
on 26 January. Needs to find a few lengths to win 

6. JOGGER KILY - Not disgraced when 5th in class F at Lyon-La Soie over 2700m on 20 
January. Victorious in his penultimate start and can bounce back to score 

7. IBERIO - Finished tenth in class F at Grenade-sur-Garonne over 2725m on 8 December. Has 
disqualification issues and others are preferred 

8. JUNO DE BANVILLE - Not disgraced when 5th in class E at Bordeaux-Le Bouscat over 
2550m on 5 January. Has shown improvement and can make the frame 

9. JOYEUSE DE LAVANCE - Battling to regain best form and finished 7th in class E at Agen-Le 
Passage over 2050m on 10 February. On a long losing streak and is best watched for  now 

10. IMPULSE LADY - Finished 7th in class F at Toulouse over 2750m on 8 February. Capable of 
minor money when in the right mood 

11. JOJO LAPIN - Unreliable and was runner-up in class E at Lyon-La Soie over 2700m on 10 
February. Remains barefoot and can contest the finish 

12. JOYAUX DU CHENE - Unreliable and was 5th in class F at Lyon-La Soie over 2700m on 12 
February when barefoot. Not this time and others are preferred 

13. JUPPY UP - Has struggled of late and was 7th in class E at Toulouse over 2950m on 8 
February. Others make more appeal 

14. INSIDER - Disqualified when barefoot in class G at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2925m on 14 
December. Unreliable and others are preferred 

Summary: A very competitive-looking race. JOGGER KILY (6) usually gives of his best and and 
was a good winner of his penultimate start. He gets a narrow vote to score. INES D'ATOUT (3) is 
threatening to win and was runner-up over this distance earlier this month. JET JET JET (4) is 
well placed at the start and can be a threat when in the right mood. JOIE DE BERTRANGE (2) is 
not reliable but is also capable of getting into the thick of things.

1. FILOU DE SITA - Runner up in class D at Toulouse over 2150m on 18 January. Very 
consistent and can go one better 

2. HOT SUMMER - Did not run too badly when 6th in class D at Toulouse over 2150m on 18 
January. Might play a minor role 

3. GAUDEPSOU - Disappointing last run when tenth in class D at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2925m 
on 8 February. Capable of better and is not out of it 

4. HINDEN - Finished 13th in class D at Laval over 2850m on 26 September. On a long losing 
streak and is likely to need this run returning from a break 

5. FRIMEUR NARCY - Disqualified in class D at Toulouse over 2150m on 18 January. Has major 
disqualification issues and is best watched for now 

6. HIMALAYA NARCY - Holding form and finished third in class B at Agen-Le Passage over 
2625m on 22 January. Big chance in this line-up 

7. GREG DE NIRO - Disqualified in class D at Saint-Galmier over 2650m on 19 January. 
Unreliable and others make more appeal 

8. FERIA DU METZ - Finished 10th in class D at Bordeaux-Le Bouscat over 2550m on 17 
December. Needs to find a few lengths to win 

9. FALFAUST - Finished 7th in class D at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2925m on 29 January. Capable 
of better and has a winning chance 

10. GALUPIN DE PAIL - Disqualified in class D at Toulouse over 2150m on 18 January. On a 
long losing streak and others are preferred 

11. GALOPIN DES CHAMPS - Disqualified in class E at Nimes over 2750m on 15 February. 
Victorious in November and is capable of a surprise when in the right mood 

12. BLUE EYES BAR - Disqualified in class D at Agen-Le Passage over 2625m on 10 February. 
In poor form and others make much more appeal 

13. ICARE DU BERYL - Showed some improvement when 6th in class D at Agen-Le Passage 
over 2625m on 10 February. Won well in October and November so is capable of an upset 

14. GENEROUS CHARM - Disappointing of late and was 9th in class D at Agen-Le Passage over 
2625m on 10 February. Unreliable and others are preferred 

15. MATEO DE REVE - Finished tenth in class D at Agen-Le Passage over 2625m on 10 
February. On a long losing streak and more is needed to win 

Summary: HIMALAYA NARCY (6) is very consistent and is best around this distance. He gets 
the vote to score but it could be a competitive finish. FILOU DE SITA (1) is very unreliable but 
was runner-up last time out at this track last month and can go one better. FALFAUST (9) can be 
a threat if finding best form. GAUDEPSOU (3) is well placed at the starts and is one of many 
more to consider.

2. ICARE DE BANVILLE - In good shape and has won two of last three starts, with the latest 
being in Class G at  Agen-Le Passage over 2575m on 9 January. Has a winning chance 

3. IDAMES - On a very long losing run and finished 8th last time out in Class E at Nantes over 
3000m on 26 January. Others are preferred 

4. ICARE DE LA BASLE - Very consistent and was third last time out in Class E at  Bordeaux-Le 
Bouscat over 2650m on 9 January. Be right there at the finish once again

11. HALADIN D'ARGENT - Disqualified last time out at this track on 16 January. Clearly 
unreliable but is also quite capable of contesting the finish 

12. ITALO DUEM - in good shape and finished third last time out in Class E at this track over 
2750m on 16 January. Has a place chance 

13. IDEAL DELADOU - Has disqualification issues and faulted last time out at Saint-Brieuc on 2 
February. Not reliable but is capable of winning a race like this 

14. IGGY ROCK - On a very long losing run and finished fourth in Class E at this track over 
2750m on 16 January. Might play a minor role 

Summary: IDEAL DELADOU (13) has two wins in his last five starts but he does also throw in 
disqualifications.

10. JOSS GRAND PRE - Did not show his best when 6th last time out in Class F over this track 
and trip on 31 January. Can bounce back and be very competitive in this libe-up

12. KERNO - Much improved of late and was victorious last time out in Class E at Saint-Galmier 
over 2675m on 2 February. Can double up 

Summary: KERNO (12) has been barefoot and in very good form of late. He can follow up on his 
good recent win at Saint-Galmier. KRIS MARTIN (11) has fluffed his lines twice in a row with 
disqualifications but is capable of winning when in the right mood. KASSAV DE FRECA (7)  is 
well placed at the start and could be a lively danger this time. KOKONUT BAINDOR (5) is also 
capable of getting involved with the finish.

8. INSTANT GRAVE - Not disgraced when fourth in Class E at Bordeaux-Le Bouscat over 2650m 
on 27 January. Has a winning chance 

9. FLASH DE LA NOE - Has been struggling for some time now and finished 8th in Class E# 
over this track and trip on 8 February. Others are much preferred 

Summary: IDOLE DE LA COTE (3) may be at her very best over a shorter distance but she 
remains barefoot after a good performance at Bordeaux-Le Bouscat earlier this month. She can 
go one better and take out this competitive lucky last race. JALNA DU PALAIS (2) has not won 
for some time now but was barefoot and runner-up at this course last time out and would not be a 
surprise winner. IN YOUR EYES (6) could be ready to shine if finding best form. IDOLE DE
