1. MICHIGAN BLUE - Disqualified in all six starts so far, the latest in a class E at Laval over 2850m on 29 April. Hard to trust and 
makes little appeal 

2. MOJITO PLANCHETTE - Disqualified in three of five starts, including last time out in a class H harness race at Evreux over 2725m 
on 1 May. Might play a minor role 

3. MUST BE WELL - Disqualified three times in a row, the latest  in a class F harness race at Senonnes-Pouance over 3000m on 3 
May. Remains barefoot but is hard to trust and makes little appeal 

4. MOUGINS D'OCCAGNES - Showed some improvement when barefoot and third in a class H mounted race at Durtal over 2825m on 

1 May. Not this time and others make more appeal 

5. MOONLIGHT QUANDO - Showed what he is capable of when a  winner of a class F at Graignes over 2700m on 6 May. Keeps that 

shoeing and could double up 

6. MAJOR MAJELY - Has only been modest this year and finished 7th in a class E at Caen over 2450m on 3 May. Needs to find a few 
lengths to score 

7. MARIUS DU CLOS - Successful in a class F at Saint Brieuc over 2575m on 9 November. Returns from a break but is capable of 
earning some money if fit enough 

8. MY LORD DE L'AUMOY - Improving and was victorious in a class F mounted race at Challans over 2900m on 26 April. Looks 
capable of following up 

9. MILORD DREAM - Disqualified in four of last five starts, the latest in a class F harness race at Le Touquet over 2600m on 26 April. 
Capable of making the frame when staying in stride 

10. MON DE CHEVALERIE - Disqualified in a class F harness race at Cholet over 2800m on 27 April. Capable of an upset back in a 

mounted race 

11. MILORD DE LA FONTE - Disqualified in three of six starts so far, including last time out in a class E mounted race at La Capelle 
over 2750m on 3 May. Remains barefoot and can bounce back to score 

12. MIDNIGHT DE CUY - Unplaced in a class D harness race at Vincennes over 2700m on 30 October. Returns from a break and is 
likely to need this run 

Summary: MILORD DE LA FONTE (11) has the ability to score provided he behaves himself throughout. MOONLIGHT QUANDO (5) 
made a convincing winning return with this shoeing and, reunited with Alexandre Bodin, is expected to go close and rate a major threat. 
MY LORD DE L'AUMOY (8) has clearly found his niche under the saddle and also enters calculations. MILORD DREAM (9), on a good 

day, is not ruled out from winning either.

2. MACUMBA MESLOISE - Disqualified in her last three starts, including last time out in a class F at Le Grand-Fougeray over 2750m 

on 14 May. Hard to trust and others make more appeal 

3. MONA DU FER - Not reliable but was third in a class E at Tours over 2800m on 10 May. Yet to win a race but might play a minor role 

4. MADE IN MARCEAUX - Successful in a class F at Le Mont-Saint-Michel over 2675m on 26 April. Unreliable but is clearly not out of 
it 

5. MONA PAGE - Unreliable and fifth in a class F at Le Mont-Saint-Michel over 2675m on 26 April. Not easy to trust but is capable of 
an upset 

6. MELODIE DU LILAS - Did not show her best when 7th in a class E at Hyeres over 2850m on 1 May. Two good wins before that and 

is a lively danger 

7. MARILYN D'OURVILLE - Unreliable but was runner-up in a class F at Villedieu-les-Poeles over 2800m on 2 May. Remains barefoot 
and might earn some minor money 

8. MADEIRA - Not disgraced when fifth in a class E at Laval over 2850m on 29 April. Fitter this time and can get involved with the finish 

9. MIMI DU MESNIL - Unbeaten in three starts, the latest in a class F at La Capelle over 2700m on 3 May. Can make it four in a row

MANILLE D'ERABLE (14), has been carefully prepared for this race is capable of improvement over this course 
and distance so mus be respected.

2. MAMBO DE L'AUMOY - Successful in a class G at Reims over 2500m on 7 December. Returns from a break and could need this 
run 

3. MASTER SMART - Unreliable but was third in a class F at Saint-Malo over 2950m on 2 May. Yet to win a race but might play a 

minor role 

4. MORRIS DE REUX - Returned to form and was third in a class F at La Capelle over 2750m on 8 May. Quite capable of making the 
frame again 

5. MILOU DE TOUCHYVON - Successful in a class F at Loudeac over 2850m on 26 April.Tougher task this time but could play a minor 
role
