FLYING SKITT has 
not been disgraced in two starts and should earn some more money. ROCKING IN RIO needs to improve to 
beat those rivals. PRINCESS OF AJIAAL is better than her last run on a soft track and could contest the finish.

WARRIOR’S SWORD and GOOD SHINE are battling to get out of the maiden ranks but might earn some minor 
money. SALOON GIRL is not reliable but is another that should improve on local debut. FONTE has only had 
the two starts so is also capable of improvement.

That is clearly the best form available in this race and he can score if running up to that 
level of form again. Trainer Alan Greeff has three runners and GLOBAL ALLY has Richard Fourie in the irons. 
That suggests he is the right one for that trainer but do not be surprised if either BOURNEMOUTH or GOLDEN 
PEACE finish ahead of that rival. BOURNEMOUTH has done well on this surface before and GOLDEN PEACE 
is in good shape.

FLOWER FESTIVAL, GOT THE FEVER and BLOWIN IN THE WIND are all unreliable but quite capable of an 
upset if showing their very best form.
