Capable of improvement but others are preferred

2. MA POUPEE D'AMOUR - Showed vast improvement when third in Class G at Cagnes-sur-Mer
over 2150m on 26 July. Returns from a break and could need this run

3. MIMI JELOCA - Only fair of late and finished 5th in Class G at Toulouse over 2750m on 20
March. Might play a minor role at very best

4. MY LADY GREEN - Showed what she is capable of with a victory in Class G at Hyeres over
2850m on 9 November. Returns from a break and could need this run

5. MIA FERM - Did not show her best when 13th in Class E over this course and distance on 20
March. Capable of contesting the finish

6. MAGDALENA - Probably needed her only run of the year when 14th in Class F over this track
and trip on 20 March. Capable of improvement but others are preferred

7. MALICE BLEUE - Holding form and finished fourth in Class E at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2925m
on 3 March. Can be a threat yet again

8. MELODIE FAVORITE - Clearly hard to trust but was runner-up in Class E at Cagnes-sur-Mer
over 2700m on 28 February. Can go one better if staying in stride

9. MY STAR HIGHLAND - Disqualified in both of her starts this year, the latest at Saint-Galmier
over 2650m on 12 March. Capable of scoring when staying in stride

10. MUSE DE TERRAIL - A winner of two races last year, including last time out in Class F at
Nimes over 2750m on 1 November. Returns from a break and could need this run

11. MOLLY DE VISAIS - Did not show her best when 6th in Class E at Cagnes-sur-Mer over
2925m on 3 March. Can be competitive in this line-up

12. MELIA DE MONGOCHY - Needed her only run of the year when 7th in Class F at Feurs over
2850m on 8 March. Fitter now and is capable of an upset

Summary: It should be a very competitive finish in this opening event. MY STAR HIGHLAND (9)
has had a couple of disqualifications of late but can bounce back to score if smart this time.
MALICE BLEUE (7) continues to hold her form and should be a threat to these rivals. MIA FERM
(5) disappointed many supporters last week but can contest the finish. MOLLY DE VISAIS (11) is
another who is better than her last run would suggest and is not out of it.

4. MODIANO MAY - Probably needed the last run when 6th in Class G at Saint-Galmier over
2025m on 18 March. Has a place chance on best form

5. MAFIOSO DRY - A surprise winner last time out in Class F at Royan La Palmyre over 2475m
on 27 July. Could make the frame returning from a break

6. MARSHALL GALAA - Needed the only run of this year when tenth in Class H at Paray-le-
Monial over 2625m on 22 March. Barefoot this time and can contest the finish

7. MICHEL ANGE - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest in Class F at Chatillon-sur-Chalaronne
over 2675m on 1 March. Remains barefoot and can score if staying in stride

8. MONT VENTOUX - Has disqualification issues and faulted last time out over this track and trip
on 20 March. Barefoot this time and is capable of improvement. Place chance

9. MIEUXQUERIEN - Unreliable and finished 13th in Class E at Lyon-Parilly over 2850m on 27
October. Could need this run returning from a break

10. MON BEAU MEC - Yet to win a race but is in good shape and finished fourth in Class E at
Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2925m on 3 March. More is needed to beat these rivals

11. MADE IN BELLAY - Consistent and was runner-up in Class D at Agen-Le Passage over
2575m on 21 June. Returns from a break but can score if fit

12. MOGADOR BLEU - Disqualified twice in six starts, including last time out at Cagnes-sur-Mer
over 2700m on 16 January. Can be a threat if smart this time around

Summary: MADE IN BELLAY (11) has shown some ability and it would not be much of a
surprise if she returns from a break and beats these rivals. MICHEL ANGE (7) has had a couple
of faults of late but has run well for Théo Briand and can be a threat if staying in stride.
MOGADOR BLEU (12) also has disqualification issues but is capable of scoring when smart.
MAFIOSO DRY (5) showed improvement when victorious in July and could make the frame if fit
enough.

On a long
losing run but is capable of making the frame

10. HOUSTON D'ARIANE - Showed some improvement when 3rd in class F at this course over
2300m on 13 March. Loves that track and trip but can earn some money this distance

11. JINGALO BABEL - Returned to form and was runner-up in class G over this course and
distance on 20 March. Can go one place better

12. JAGUAR JENILOU - Has struggled this year and was 9th in class F over this course and
distance on 13 March. Needs to find a few lengths to beat these rivals

13. IMBRIN BUROIS - Only modest of late and finished 7th in class F over this track and trip on
13 March. Returns barefoot needs to find a few lengths to win

Summary: JINGALO BABEL (11) bounced back to form with a good runner-up performance over
this course and distance. It will not be a surprise if he goes one place better this time around.
JOE TEJY (14) has let his supporters down with a couple of faults of late but he is capable of
winning a race of this nature. JEEK D'ACADIE (9) has not won for some time now and is coming
off a disqualification but is not out of it. JEOFFREY (6) can also be a threat over this course and
distance.
