Race - Mounted - EUR € 61,000  

 
1. GO GO GIGI - Has struggled all year and was 8th in a Class D Mounted race at this track over 
2175m on 29 April. Others are preferred 

2. IKURO JIEL - Unreliable but was victorious in a Class D Mounted race at Meslay-du-Maine 
over 2875m on 5 May. Capable of doubling up if in the same mood 

3. JASON DU CONROY - Returned top form with a Class D Mounted race win at this track over 
2700m on 13 May. Has a winning chance 

4. ELIXIR - Only modest form of late and was 8th in a Class E Mounted race at Lisieux over 
2725m on 18 May. Others make more appeal 

5. FLASH DU BIWETZ - On a long losing run and finished tenth in Class B at Caen over 2450m 
on 10 May. Capable of better and might play a minor role 

6. HUGO OCCAGNES - Only modest of late and was 9th in Class B at Caen over 2450m on 10 
May. Needs to find a few lengths to win 

7. JUST FOR BACK - Very consistent and was runner-up in a Group 3 Mounted race over this 
track and trip on 3 May. Should go one better this time 

8. IVANOF - On a very long losing run but did run well when fourth in a Group 3 Mounted race 
over this track and trip on 3 May. Can contest the finish 

9. GORDON MIJACK - Has been kept to harness races of late and was 8th in a Group 3 at Le 
Croisé-Laroche over 2800m on 21 April. Can be a real threat back under the saddle 

10. GIANT MESLOIS - Has lost his way this year and was 7th in a Class C Mounted race at this 
track over 2700m on 11 April. Capable of better but more is needed to beat these rivals 

Summary: Guillaume Gillot holds a strong hand here with JUST FOR BACK (7) and JASON DU 
CONROY (3). Both 6-year-olds in the race are at the top of their game so can fight for voctory. 
IVANOF (8) also arrives in good order, as does recent scorer IKURO JIEL (2), so they are 
genuine contenders for the podium. GORDON MIJACK (9) completes the shortlist.

2. MARVINA BELLA - Improving and has won her last two starts, the latest in Class C at this 
track over 2700m on 6 May. Can complete a hat-trick 

3. MOSTRA DE BANVILLE - Not easy to trust and was disqualified last time out at this track on 
20 May. May need to do more to beat these rivals 

4. MADNESS - Disappointing form this year and finished 6th in Class A at this course over 
2700m on 20 May. More is needed to beat these rivals 

5. MARGAUX DES ARRIS - Has disqualification issues and faulted last time out at this track on 
16 February. Has the ability but needs to do more to win 

6. MOSAIC LIFE - Broke through with a Class A win at this track over 2700m on 20 May. 
Tougher task in this line-up. Might place 

7. MISSANDEI - Not at all disgraced when fourth in a Group 1 at this track over 2700m on 16 
February. Can get involved with the finish once again

3. KALISTA JIEL - Showed some improvement when 5th in a Class D Mounted race at this track 
over 2175m on 9 February. Better under the saddle and others are preferred 

4. KRYSEIS - Unreliable but did run well when fourth in Class E over this track and trip on 3 May.

2. MUST ATOUT - Improving and he has won his last two starts, the latest in Class B over this 
course and distance on 12 April. Capable of completing a hat-trick 

3. MYSTIC SONATO - Did not show his best when 5th in a Group 3 over this track and trip on 2 
February. Returns from a break but has a winning chance if fit 

4. MARDOUK DE GODREL - Not disgraced when fourth in a Group 2 T this course over 2700m 
on 9 May. Capable of making the frame 

5. MAKE A DREAM - Did not show his best when 8th in a Group 2 at this course over 2700m on 
9 May. In good form before that and could play a minor role 

6. MAGNUM DU CHOQUEL - Disappointing form of late and finished 7th in a Group 2 at this 
track over 2700m on 9 May.

3. LOLITA DE LA BUTTE - Yet to win a race and was 7th in Class D at Meslay-du-Maine over 
2875m on 5 May. Could play a minor role at best 

4. LEGENDE GAMES - Much improved since going barefoot and was victorious in Class E at 
Marseille-Borély over 2300m on 30 April. Must be respected in this line-up
