1. KOQUETTE LIRE - Not reliable and finished 5th at Mons over 2300m on 24 March. Needs to 
do a bit more to beat these rivals 

2. KRONOS DE BRION - Finished 9th at Avenches over 2350m on 17 November. Battling to find 
best form and could need this run returning from a break 

3. KLASSIC D'ERIQUE - Unreliable but was barefoot and funner-up in a Class G at Rouen-
Mauquenchy over 2150m on 30 November. Returns from a break and is not barefoot. Others are 
preferred 

4. KRACK TER BLEKTE - Not reliable but was 4th in a Class G at Amiens over 2900m on 15 
March. Barefoot and ready to strike 

5. KAPITAN TER BLEKTE - Unreliable and finished 10th in a Class G at Amiens over 290m on 
15 March. Fitter this time and could be the surprise package of the race 

6. KINA DE WALLIS - Showed improvement when runner-up in a Class G at La Capelle over 
2750m on 8 March. Can go one place better 

7. KIKLOVE ATOUT - Has some fair form and finished 5th in a Class G at Strasbourg over 
2825m on 8 March. Can be a threat to these rivals 

8. KELLE BLEUE - Showed some improvement and finished 3rd in a Class F at this track over 
2700m on 15 September. Returns from a break and could need this run 

9. KOBE BEJI - Not easy to trust but was 3rd in a Class F over this track and trip on 23 March. 
Has claims if smart this time around 

10. KALYPSO DU CAUX - Disqualified at this track over 2825m on 7 March. Did better last year 
but is probably best watched for now 

11. KASHKAI - Not reliable but finished 5th in a Class E at Cordemais over 2825m on 8 March. 
Might earn some minor money 

12. KID DE LA BANIO - Disqualified at Enghien over 2875m on 13 March. Not reliable but is 
quite capable of contesting the finish 

13. KAPITANO DE LOU - Not reliable and finished 8th in a Class E at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 
2850m on 12 February. Needs to find a few lengths to score 

14. KELOWA STARDUST - Disqualified at on turf at Fougeres over 3200m on 22 March. 
Remains barefoot and might play a minor role at very best 

15. KARA DE PIERREPONT - Unreliable and finished 10th in a Class E at Meslay-du-Maine over 
2875m on 17 March. Capable of an upset on best form 

16. KAIROS DE BOMO - Disappointing of late and finished 9th in a Class D at Vincennes over 
2100m on 20 March. Races without shoes and can be a threat 
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Summary: A very open looking first race.  KINA DE WALLIS (6) showed improvement when 
runner-up at La Capelle and can go one better.  KIKLOVE ATOUT (7) has been competitive of 
late and can challenge for top honours once again. KID DE LA BANIO (12) despite a 
disqualification at Enghien has claims. KOBE BEJI (9) is not reliable but did run well over this 
track and trip last week and is also capable of of scoring.

1. LOCKI DU FER - Not reliable and finished 5th in a Class F at Reims over 2500m on 19 March. 
Might earn some minor money at very best 

2. LE BOSS DANOVER - Disqualified in his last two starts, the latest at Graignes over 2725m on 
15 March. Has yet to win a race but can make the frame when smart 

3. LUCKY BOY VERTRAC - Unreliable and finished 9th in a Class E at Vincennes over 2700m 
on 22 February. Capable of earning some minor money 

4. LOUPIAC - Finished 8th in a Class A over this track and trip on 8 November. Returns from a 
break and could need this run 

5. LATINA JENILOU - Successful in a Class E at Vincennes over 2700m on 1 January. 
Unreliable but cannot be ruled out from winning again 

6. LUCHADOR - Unreliable but finished 4th in a Class E at Laval over 2650m on 5 March. Can 
be competitive if in the right frame of mind 

7. LICARI - Only modest of late and finished 8th in a Class E at Reims over 2550m on 19 March. 
Needs to do more to score 

8. LORD DES GRANGES - Not disgraced when 5th in a Class D at Vincennes over 2100m on 5 
February. Can get involved with the finish 

9. LIFOU IRIS'EYES - Disappointing form of late and finished 9th in a Class E at Rouen-
Mauquenchy over 2850m on 16 March. Capable of an upset on best form 

10. LEONTINE CASH - Did not show her best when 15th in a Class D at Vincennes over 2700m 
on 21 November. Returns from a break and could need this run 

11. LILYROSE WIND - Not reliable but finished 5th in a Class E at Caen over 2450m on 9 March. 
Might play a minor role at very best 

12. LOVE KILLS - Much improved this year and was runner-up in a Class E at this track over 
2700m on 2 March. Can go one place better 

13. LEVEL ONE SYGA - Disqualified twice in his last three starts, including at at Vincennes on 
15 February. Capable of contesting the finish when smart 

14. LINDSTEDT - Hard to trust and finished 9th in a claimer at Cagnes-sur-Mer over 2950m on 
25 February. Has disqualification issues and is best watched for now 

Summary: LOVE KILLS (12) has shown marked improvement this year and was runner-up at 
this track on 2 March. He looks capable of going one better. LEVEL ONE SYGA (13), despite two 
disqualifications in his last three starts, can contest the finish if he stays on the trot. Unreliable 
LUCHADOR (6), fourth at Laval, can be competitive if in the right frame of mind. LE BOSS 
DANOVER (2) has had a couple of faults of late but is also clearly not out of it.

1. IN RACE LORRAINE - A barefoot winner of a Class D at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2150m on 
16 March. Remains without shoes and is not out of it 

2. IMPARTIAL - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest at Vire over 2800m on 18 March. Not easy 
to trust and others are preferred 

3. GERONIMO MATICA - Did not show his best when 7th in a Class D at Vincennes over 2700m 
on 27 December. Returns from a break and could need this run 

4. HENZO DE CARSI - Showed some improvement when runner-up in a Class D at Vincennes 
over 2100m on 28 February. Should be competitive once again 

5. IMAGE D'ATALANTE - Finished 6th in a Class D at Vincennes over 2100m on 28 February. 
Capable of doing better and has a place chance 

6. HIPPOCRATE DU TRIO - Finished 8th in a Class D at Vincennes over 2850m on 28 
September. Battling to find best form and could need this run returning from a break 

7. HEAVEN STAR - Battling to find best form and finished 10th in a Class D at Enghien over 
2875m on 13 March. Needs major improvement to win 

8. HARRY DU LYS - Not reliable and finished 7th in a Class D at Vincennes over 2175m on 3 
February. More is needed to beat these rivals 

9. IRIS FARCEUSE - Off form and finished 9th in a Class D at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2150m 
on 16 March. Needs to do a lot more to beat these rivals 

10. HUGO D'HERTALS - Unreliable but did race without shoes when scoring at Wolvega over 
2600m on 28 February. Remains barefoot and could double up 

11. IDREAMIS - Not reliable but was a barefoot winner in a Class D over this track and trip on 7 
March. Not fully barefoot this time but can follow up 

12. INFIEL - Not reliable and finished 5th in a Class D at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2150m on 16 
March, Can play a minor role 

13. FUNNY HORSE - Disqualified over 3000m at Nantes on 16 January. Off form and is probably 
best watched until improvement is shown 

14. IZIA DE MONGIVAL - Unreliable and finished 7th in a Class D at Enghien over 2875m on 13 
March. Needs to find a few lengths to score 

15. IN EN VRIE - Has struggled this year and finished 11th in a Class D at Rouen-Mauquenchy 
over 2150m on 16 March. Others make more appeal 

16. IQUEM - Disqualified at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2150m on 16 March. Did win his 
penultimate start and must be respected for that 

Summary: IDREAMIS (11), not always reliable, impressed when winning barefooot over this 
track and can follow up even if not fully unshod this time. HUGO D'HERTALS (10), similarly 
inconsistent but successful barefoot at Wolvega , remains a threat and could double up. HENZO 
DE CARSI (4) showed improvement when runner-up at Vincennes and should be competitive 
again, while IN RACE LORRAINE (1), a barefoot winner at Rouen-Mauquenchy, remains a live 
threat.

1. MELIUS AVIS - May have needed the last run when 9th in a Class E at this track over 2700m 
on 23 March. Needs to find a few lengths to score 

2. MOJITO CENE - A barefoot winner of a Class F at Reims over 2500m on 19 March. Remains 
without shoes and can double up 

3. MATADOR DU PONT - In could good form and was runner-up in a Class E at Rouen-
Mauquenchy over 2850m on 24 February. Yet to win but could break the ice this time 

4. MYROS DE PALMA AR - Not reliable but was runner-up in a Class E at Rouen-Mauquenchy 
over 2150m on 11 September. Returns from a break and could need this run 

5. MALDINI ELLIS - Not reliable and finished 7th in a Class E at Maure-de-Bretagne over 2850m 
on 2 February. Capable of contesting the finish 

6. MURMURE - Knocking at the door and was runner-up in a Class F over this course and 
distance on 7 March. Should be right there at the finish 

7. MARIO DE LOU - Disqualified last time out at Reims over 2550m on 14 March. In good form 
before that and has a place chance 

8. MADE IN CASTELETS - Disqualified at Lyon-La Soie over 2000m on 9 March. Battling to find 
best form and is probably best watched for now 

9. MANGO KALOUMA - In good form and was runner-up in a Class F at Reims over 2500m on 
19 March. Can be a threat to these rivals 

10. MARIO DU CAIEU - Consistent and finished 3rd in a Class F at Amiens over 2400m on 13 
November. Could need this run returning from a break 

11. MAMBO DU MIREL - Returned to form and was barefoot and runner-up in a Class F at 
Graignes over 2700m on 15 March. Remains without shoes and is not out of it 

12. MILO DE NAPPES - Disqualified at Enghien over 2875m on 7 August. Returns from a lengthy 
break and could need this outing 

13. MORNING STAR - Disqualified three times in a row, the latest at this track over 2700m on 7 
March. Hard to trust and others make more appeal 

14. MONEY DI MALAVITA - Unreliable and finished 5th in a Class E at Reims over 2550m on 14 
March. Needs to do a bit more to score 

15. MEYDAN VOIRONS - A winner of two of three starts so far, the latest in a Class F at Reims 
over 2550m on 23 November, Returns from a break barefoot so must be respected 

16. MERGINIO - Holding form and finished 3rd in a Class F over this track and trip on 7 March. 
Yet to win a race but can make the frame 

Summary: MATADOR DU PONT (3) is in good form but has yet to break through for a win. He 
makes a lot of appeal though. MOJITO CENE (2), a recent barefoot winner, remains without 
shoes and looks capable of following up with another strong performance The improving 
MURMURE (6) has consistently challenged at this level and should be involved at the finish. 
Unreliable but talented MALDINI ELLIS (5) is capable of contesting the finish and cannot be 
discounted in what promises to be a highly competitive race.

2. MIDNIGHT DU VICLAU - Not reliable and finished 12th in Class E over this track and trip on 
23 March. Did win at this track before that and can bounce back to score 

3. MUSE D'EURVAD - Not reliable and finished 5th in Class F at Caen over 2200m on 5 March. 
Needs to do a bit more to beat these rivals 

4. MELODY DE L'EPINE - Yet to win a race but is knocking at the door and was runner-up in 
Class F at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2150m on 16 March. Not out of it 

5. MAJESTE DU MENIL - Disqualified last time out at Vincennes over 2200m on 17 February. 
Unreliable but is capable of earning some money 

6. MAYOTTE - Unreliable and finished 6th in Class E at Vincennes over 2200m on 13 November. 
Returns from a break and could need this run 

7. MAMZELLE DU HOULET - Has some fair form and finished fifth in Class E at Reims over 
2550m on 14 March. Remains barefoot and might play a minor role 

8. MARQUISE DES ARRIS - Has disqualification issues but did run well when runner-up in Class 
F over this track and trip on 2 March. Can go one place better 

9. MILADY DE REUX - Not reliable and finished 7th in Class E at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 
2850m on 26 January. Needs to do a bit more to score 

10. MA VIE DE HOUELLE - Not reliable but was also not disgraced when 5th in Class F at Laval 
over 2650m on 5 March. Should contest the finish 

11. MAM'ZELLE FRO - In good shape and was runner-up in Class F at Reims over 2500m on 19 
March. Can be competitive once again 

12. MA BIMBO - Only modest of late and finished 6th in Class E at Reims over 2550m on 14 
March. Not out of it in this line-up 

13. MADOVA DU RILER - Only modest of late and finished 6th in Class E at  Rouen-
Mauquenchy over 2850m on 24 February. Needs to find a few lengths to score 

14. MAMOON - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest at Reims over 2550m on 14 March. 
Capable of playing a minor role when smart 

15. MY LADY DE CAHOT - Needed the last run when 8th in ClassF at Rouen-Mauquenchy over 
2150m on 16 March. Fitter this time but others make more appeal 

Summary: Well endowed with ability, MARQUISE DES ARRIS (8) has the class to dominate a 
field like this—provided she keeps her manners in check. MA VIE DE HOUELLE (10) has 
likewise shown her quality in the past and commands serious respect here. She looks a major 
player. MAM'ZELLE FRO (11) ran a solid second at Amiens last time and warrants respect. 
MISSION IMPOSSIBLE (1) boasts solid credentials on paper and clearly has a leading chance if 
reproducing her best form.

Capelle over 2750m on 8 March. Quite capable of earning some money 

2. JUSTIN DE VALMONT - Threatening to score and was runner-up in a Class G mounted race 
at Amiens over 2400m on 15 March. Should be right there at the finish 

3. ISCO DE WATOU - Unreliable and was unplaced in a Class F harness race at la Capelle over 
2750m on 22 September. Likely to need this race returning from a break 

4. JUST BE GOOD - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest in a harness race at La Capelle over 
2750m on 22 March. Usually does well at this track and is not out of it 

5. JIKAO - Holding form and was fourth in a Class F harness race at Caen over 2450m on 12 
March. Has run well in this discipline before and is not out of it 

6. JOEYSTAR DE NIRO - Only modest of late and finished 7th in a Class F harness race at La 
Capelle over 2750m on 8 March. Needs to do a bit more back under the saddle 

7. JUPITER DU PERCHE - Not disgraced when 5th in a Class F harness race over this course 
and distance on 2 March. Can play a minor role at best 

8. JAGUAR DE VILLETOT - Disqualified last time out in a mounted race at Rouen-Mauquenchy 
over 2850m o 16 March. On a long losing run but can make the frame when smart 

9. IDEAL D'ARTONGES - Disqualified last time out in a mounted race at Amiens over 2900m on 
4 March. Battling to find best form and others make more appeal 

10. GERONIMO STARDUST - Has improved of late and finished third in a Class F mounted race 
at Caen over 2450m on 2 March. Has a place chance 

11. JIHERE DU PORET - Very unreliable but was victorious in a Class F mounted race at Amiens 
over 2800m on 4 March. Can double up 

Summary: JIHERE DU PORET (11) bounced back to winning form with a very cosy success at 
Amiens last time out and in similar form will have every chance once again. JUSTIN DE 
VALMONT (2) is knocking at the door and could resume winning ways. JUST BE GOOD (4) 
boasts decent form at the track and can leave behind his last two disqualifications. JAGUAR DE 
VILLETOT (8) has enough credentials to his name to claim a stake.

2. NEBULA DANICA - Returned from a break and was runner-up in F at Amiens over 2400m on 
15 March. This looks a tougher task but might play a minor role 

3. NARCO CONNECTION - Did all that was asked of him when scoring on debut, in Class F at 
Reims over 2550m on 1 March. Found betting support that day and must be respected 

4. NOVA DU FER - A 50/1 winner last time out in Class F at La capelle over 2750m on 22 March. 
Up in class and needs to do more to beat these rivals 

5. NAPOLITANO D'AWA - Not reliable and finished 5th in Class F at Enghien over 2875m on 17 
March. Has a place chance on best form 

6. NECTAR DE MONTCEAU - Disqualified last time out at Enghien over 2875m on 17 March. 
Improving with each run before that and can contest the finish if smart 

7. NATIVITY QUICK - Victorious in Class F over this track and trip on 7 March. Did fluff her lines 
when disqualified on debut but remains a live threat 

8. NO COUNTRYNESS - Showed what he is capable of with a Class F victory at this track over 
2700m on 23 March. Can follow up 

9. NON STOP DE FOOT - Did not show his best when 6th in Class D at Enghien ove 2875m on 
17 March. Capable of making the frame 

Summary: NO COUNTRYNESS (8) was a smart winner over 2.700 meters last time at this track 
and is proven over the staying trip. He looks a solid winning contender. NATIVITY QUICK (7) is a 
backward filly but does not lack ability and must be given some consideration. NECTAR DE 
MONTCEAU (6) is lightly raced but already boasts decent form and cannot be excluded of the 
equation. NON STOP DE FOOT (9) drops back in class and is not out of it.

1. L'IDOLE JUTH - Not reliable and was unplaced in a Class E harness race at Laon over 2650m 
on 19 October. Returns from a break and should need this run 

2. LEONE MAGNIFIQUE - Not reliable and finished 6th in a Class F harness race at La Capelle 
over 2750m on 22 March. Was disqualified when trying a mounted race before and others make 
more appeal 

3. LOOKING DU CAIEU - Very unreliable but did finish fourth in a Class F mounted race at  
Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2850m on 16 March. Hard to trust but can earn some money when 
smart 

4. LAILOKEN - Disqualified last time out in a mounted race at  Rouen-Mauquenchy over 2850m 
on 12 February. Best when barefoot and is not this time 

5. LUIDGI DES EPINES - Yet to win a race but did run well when third in Class F over this course 
and distance on 23 March. Can make the frame 

6. L'HEMENCOURT - Kept to harness races so far and was unplaced in Class G at Strasbourg 
over 2800m on 8 March. Fitter now but needs to improve to win 

7. LANINO - Faulted last time out in a mounted race at Reims over 2550m on 1 March, Has 
major disqualification issues and others are preferred 

8. LE DIAMANT DE JAFA - Disqualified last time out in a mounted race over this track and trip 
on 23 March. Remains barefoot and can be a lively danger when staying on the trot 

9. LABEL DADDY - Disqualified twice in a row, the latest in a mounted race over this course and 
distance on 24 March. Can be a real threat when smart 

10. LARIANA CLEVILLE - Not reliable and was disqualified last time out in a mounted race at 
Vire over 2800m on 1 March. Can bounce back to score 

11. LISANDRO DE LOU - Holding form well and finished fourth in a Class F harness race at 
Reims over 2500m on 19 March. On a long losing run but has claims on best form 

12. LITTLE STAR - Has some fair form and finished fifth in a Class F mounted race at Rouen-
Mauquenchy over 2850m on 16 March. Could play a minor role 

Summary: Despite a small field, the race is open. LARIANA CLEVILLE (10) is unreliable but 
capable of bouncing back after a recent disqualification and remains a strong contender. 
LISANDRO DE LOU (11) is taking time to win again but he is holding form and looks a threat. 
LABEL DADDY (9) is a smart trotter and should not be dismissed on the back of his recent form. 
LE DIAMANT DE JAFA (8) is always one to fear when running barefoot.
