C1 - PRIX SICIE - 3200m (a2m) - TURF - Claiming - Hurdles - EUR € 26,000  

 
1. WOODS - Decent 3rd over 3000m at Fontainebleau over hurdles on March 11th on debut over 
them. Placed on the flat and can feature dropping in class 

2. EL CHIRIPA - Several unplaced runs on the flat, the latter over 1900m at Chantilly in a maiden 
on February 7th. Hurdles debut and is best watched 

3. MOISSONNEUR - Unplaced on the one run over hurdles at Auteuil over 3000m on March 
15th. One to observe for the time being 

4. CRESCENDO - Unraced gelding by Elm Park, the dam won one race on the flat. Stable 
runners warrant respect and any market support should be noted 

5. PHALOPE - Ran with promise when 6th over 3450m at Mont-De-Marsan in a Class 4 hurdle o 
March 16th. Drops into a claimer and ought to be thereabouts 

6. PRINCESS INGA - Unplaced on her hurdles debut at Fontainebleau on March 11th over 
3000m, 5th before that on the flat in a claimer at Chantilly on January 16th. In the mix 

7. COME AWAY - Unplaced on her hurdles debut over 3000m at Fontainebleau on March 11th, 
showed some promise on the flat and can make the frame with progress expected 

8. BABKA - Unplaced on the one run over hurdles at Fontainebleau over 3000m on March 11th. 
Others make more appeal 

Summary: WOODS (1) was a pleasing third on his hurdling debut at Fontainebleau last month 
over 3000m, and he can improve from that experience. The drop in class is a positive, and he can 
get off the mark at the expense of PHALOPE (5), who showed signs of ability at Mont-De-Marsan 
on her hurdling debut in mid-March. COME AWAY (7) can improve from her debut over hurdles 
recently and make the frame. PRINCESS INGA (6) heads the remainder.

C2 - PRIX DES BENJAMINS - 3200m (a2m) - TURF - Class 2 Race - 

Hurdles - EUR € 55,000  

 
1. SALUT DES FLOS - Pleasing 3rd on his debut over 3200m at this track on his only run so far 
on March 4th. Live contender 

2. ELLINGTON EDEN - Unplaced on his only run over track and trip on March 4th over hurdles. 
One to watch for the time being 

3. NEPTUNE ADAM'S - Unraced gelding by Mondaliste, the dam never raced. Likely to improve 
for this outing  unless the betting says otherwise 

4. TURENNE - Fair 5th on his debut over hurdles at this track and trip on March 4th. He will know 
more this time and can be on the premises 

5. ANACONDA - Placed several times on the flat, 4th on his debut over 3000m in a hurdle at 
Fontainebleau on March 11th. Can be competitive 

6. NUMBER SEVEN - Newcomer by Beaumec De Houlle, the dam won on her only run over 
hurdles. From a top stable and is one to watch in the betting for any market support 

7. DIAMANT DU RHEU - Nice debut 3rd over 3450m at Mont-De Marsan on March 16th in a 
Class 4 hurdle. He can improve from that effort and looks like the one to beat 

8. MAHARAJA - Unraced gelding by Karaktar, the dam never ran. Stable runners are well 
prepared and any market interest should be noted 

9. SUPERKAP - Unraced colt by Kapgarde, the dam won 2 races over jumps. From a shrewd 
stable who knows how to ready a debutante. The betting can be the best guide 

Summary: DIAMANT DU RHEU (7) made a pleasing debut at Mont-De-Marsan in mid-March 
when he was third, and he will make progress from that run. He is marginally preferred over 
SALUT DES FLOS (1), who was also third on his only start over track and trip on March 4th and 
will be sharper for that. ANACONDA (5) was placed several times on the flat and showed promise 
when fourth on his debut over hurdles last month. TURENNE (4) is also worth considering after 
recently making a fair debut over hurdles at this track.

C3 - PRIX D'ACHERES - 3400m (a2m1/8) - TURF - Claiming - Hurdles - 

EUR € 26,000  

 
1. LOULOU BERE - 6th last time out, 3rd before that over 3800m at Saint-Brieuc in a Class 3 
handicap hurdle on March 2nd. Among the leading chances 

2. SUPER BEND - Two good efforts of late, 2nd on the latest over 3600m in a claiming hurdle at 
this track on March 12th and a win before that in February at Fontainebleau. Player 

3. DABASIR - Flat winner, three unplaced runs over hurdles of late, the latter over 3550m in a 
Class 4 race at Fontainebleau on March 11th. Opposable 

4. MARVIN MARVELOUS - Two unplaced runs so far, the latter over 3500m in a claiming hurdle 
at Moulins on March 22nd. Looks vulnerable 

5. PHAENNA BEY - Two unplaced runs, not seen since a run at Dieppe over 3400m over hurdles 
on August 30th. One to pass over 

6. BREEZE D'AUTEUIL - Fair 4th over 3600m at this track in a claiming hurdle on March 12th on 
his last start. Ought to be thereabouts 

7. LUTT MATTEN - Four unplaced runs since a 3rd over 3700m in a Class 4 claiming hurdle at 
Sable-Sur-Sarthe on September 15th. Others preferred 

8. BIBICHE - Unplaced last time out, 2nd before that over 3200m at Saint-Malo on August 8th in 
a claiming hurdle. She will strip fitter for a run last month and warrants respect 

9. PARWAZ -  

10. LES FLOTS BLEUS - Unplaced last time out, 4th before that over 3550m at Fontainebleau 
on February 25th in a claiming hurdle. Place contender 

11. LIGHT OF STAR - Fluffed her lines over fences at Auteuil on March 15th over 3700m, but 
she was a decent 2nd over 3550m in a claiming hurdle before that in February. Key chance 

12. CATELLE ROSE - Two unplaced runs since a 4th over 3300m in a Class 4 hurdle at Cagnes-
Sur-Mer on January 1st. Hard to fancy 

Summary: SUPER BEND (2) holds the strongest recent form, finishing a solid second over 
3600m in a claiming hurdle at this track in mid-March. He gets the nod over LIGHT OF STAR 
(11), who returns to hurdles after a disappointing effort over fences at Auteuil. BIBICHE (8) likely 
needed the run last time and is better assessed on her second-place finish over hurdles at Saint-
Malo last August. BREEZE D'AUTEUIL (6) is another who could be involved at the finish.

C4 - PRIX JOURNALISTE - 4100m (a2m1/2) - TURF - Gr3 Race - Steeple 

Chase - EUR € 140,000  

 
1. GAGE DE REUSSITE - 7th last time out, he won before that over 5300m at Pau in a Grade 3 
chase on January 19th. Needs a few to misfire 

2. UNCHECKABLE - Decent 2nd over 3800m at this track on March 12th in a Listed chase 
behind GAME OF STORM (5) last time out. Capable of being competitive 

3. LE LISTRAC - Creditable 3rd last time out over 3800m in a Listed chase at this track behind 
GAME OF STORM (5). Has ground to find and others make more appeal 

4. HELOY DELABARRIERE - Fair 4th behind GAME OF STORM (5) on March 12th over 3800m 
in a Listed chase and can be on the premises 

5. GAME OF STORM - Good win over 3800m at this track in a Listed chase on March 12th. 
Honest performer who can not be overlooked 

6. KAMARO D'HUEZ - He has won his last two races, the latter over 3850m at this track in a 
Class 3 chase on March 12th. He looks progressive and can feature 

7. JIULIETTA GHIA - 3rd on her last start over 4400m in a Grade 3 chase at Auteuil on 
November 30th. Outside place chance 

8. KONFIANCE ALLEN - Two unplaced runs of late, 2nd before that over 3450m at this track in a 
Listed chase on November 29th. Unlikely to threaten 

Summary: GAME OF STORM (5) impressed with a Listed chase victory over 3800m at this track 
last month and looks capable of following up. KAMARO D'HUEZ (6), who made a winning chase 
debut in a Class 3 race here last month, is on an upward trajectory and chasing a hat-trick. 
UNCHECKABLE (2) finished runner-up to the selection in that Listed event and should be in the 
mix for a place. HELOY DELABARRIERE (4) appears the best of the rest.

C5 - PRIX LE HON - 3800m (a2m1/2) - TURF - Claiming - Hurdles - EUR € 

26,000  

 
1. JASMIN ROYAL - Not seen since a 2nd over 3900m at Landivisiau in a Class 4 chase on 
October 8th. Might need this run after a long absence 

2. LEGIOPATRIANOSTRA - 7th last time out in mid-March, 4th before that over 3550m at 
Chateaubriant on July 17th in a Class 2 hurdle. He will be sharper for a recent run 

3. JOYEUX DU MAFFRAY - Two good 4th placed runs of late, the latter over 3800m at this track 
in a claiming hurdle on March 12th. One to keep safe 

4. KEEP STAR - Two unplaced runs of late, 4th before that over 3900m at Auteuil in a handicap 
hurdle on November 24th. Player 

5. MON EMPEROR - Four unplaced runs since a win over 4000m at Cagnes-Sur-Mer in a 
handicap hurdle on December 30th. Needs to get back on track 

6. TRUBLION - Three unplaced runs this year, the latter over 3800m at Compiegne on March 
12th in a claiming hurdle. One to avoid 

7. MANAROSE - Three unplaced efforts since a win over 3400m in a Class 3 hurdle at Angers on 
November 25th. One to pay attention to 

8. RAF TAVEL - Recent win by 2.5L over 3800m at this track in a claiming hurdle on March 12th. 
Can follow up 

9. XAT - Four unplaced runs this year, the latter over 3900m at Compiegne on March 24th in a 
Class 2 handicap hurdle. Others make more appeal 

10. KADIJA - Two unplaced runs of late, 4th before that over 4000m at Cagnes-Sur-Mer in a 
handicap hurdle on December 30th. Place contender 

11. JOLIFOU DE GUYE - Three unplaced runs since a win over 3800m at Cagnes-Sur-Mer on 
January 1st in a claiming chase. Has work to do 

12. KA FEE INN - Three unplaced runs since a 2nd over 3800m at Cagnes-Sur-Mer in a claiming 
chase on January 1st. Opposable 

Summary: RAF TAVEL (8) bounced back to form with a commanding victory over course and 
distance in a claiming hurdle on March 12th and looks well-placed to follow up. KEEP STAR (4) 
produced a solid fourth in a handicap hurdle at Auteuil three starts ago and is a contender if 
reproducing that effort. JOYEUX DU MAFFRAY (3) arrives after two strong placed runs and looks 
a solid each-way option. MANAROSE (7) has the ability to make the frame.

C6 - PRIX BOG FROG - 3600m (a2m1/4) - TURF - Class 2 Race - Hurdles - 

EUR € 55,000  

 
1. GO TO BATTLE - She has been 2nd on all four of her runs so far, the latest over track and trip 
in a Class 2 hurdle on March 4th. Can get a deserved success 

2. LE PETIT CHEVAL - Two unplaced runs since a win over 3550m in a Class 4 hurdle at 
Fontainebleau on November 20th. Place contender 

3. ORNITHINE - Ran well to be 2nd over 3400m in a Class 2 hurdle on her last start on March 
4th. One to pay attention too 

4. LOUP DE MER - Fair 3rd over track and trip on March 4th in a Class 2 hurdle. Might find a few 
of these too smart 

5. LE GRAND DOCTEUR - 4th last time out, he won before that over 3600m at Argentan in a 
Class 4 hurdle on November 17th. This might be difficult 

6. VITUS BERING - 5th last time out, 2nd before that over 3300m in a Class 4 hurdle at Cagnes-
Sur-Mer on December 9th. Others make more appeal 

7. HIGHBOURNEDYNAMITE - 6th last time out in a Class 2 hurdle at Auteuil on March 4th and a 
win before that on debut at Fontainebleau over hurdles in February. In the mix 

8. ROCK ME CHARLY - Got off the mark over 3550m at Fontainebleau in a Class 4 hurdle on 
February 19th. One to keep safe 

9. SURI - Placed on the last two runs, the latter when 4th over 3400m at this track in a Class 2 
hurdle on March 4th. Unlikely to threaten 

10. LASCA DE THAIX - Showed an improved effort to be 3rd over 3400m this track on March 4th 
in a Class 2 hurdle and can not be discounted 

Summary: GO TO BATTLE (1) has finished runner-up in all four starts, most recently over 
course and distance in a Class 2 event in early March. She has a strong chance to break her 
maiden this time. LASCA DE THAIX (10) finished third in a 3400m Class 2 hurdle here in March 
and continues to progress. ORNITHINE (3) finished one place ahead in that race and cannot be 
overlooked. HIGHBOURNEDYNAMITE (7) is another to consider.

C7 - PRIX ALAIN CHELET - 3850m (a2m1/2) - TURF - Handicap - Steeple 

Chase - EUR € 63,000  

 
1. MAGUELON - Nice 3rd last time out, a win before that over 3600m at Fontainebleau on 
December 10th in a Class 2 chase. Live chance 

2. LACRIMA - Two unplaced runs since a win over 3600m at Argentan on March 1st in a Class 4 
chase. Others make more appeal 

3. MESSY - Fair 3rd last time out, he won before that over 3450m at this track in a Class 2 
handicap chase on March 12th. Among the leading chances 

4. KUCHARSKY - Ran well to be 2nd over 3450m at this track in a Class 2 handicap chase on 
March 12th. Can get off the mark 

5. LOLITA DES MOTTES - Good chase debut when 2nd over 3500m at Toulouse on March 9th 
in a Class 3 race. Course winner over hurdles and is one to consider 

6. LILICA - Fifth last time out, she previously won a 3700m Class 2 chase at Angers on February 
26th. Holds an outside place chance. 

7. LADY DU CHENET - Placed on her last three starts, the latter when 4th over 3450m in a Class 
2 handicap chase at this track on March 12th. Hard to rule out of the frame 

8. HUNBEUR - 6th last time out, 4th before that over 3700m at Angers in a Class 2 chase on 
February 16th. Unlikely to threaten some of these 

9. LA CLOCHARDE - 4th over 3450m at this track in a Class 2 chase on March 4th, when last 
seen. Looks vulnerable 

10. JOCASTA - Placed on her two last runs, the latter when 3rd over 3600m in a Class 4 chase 
at Fontainebleau on March 11th. Can make the top three 

11. GRAND DISCOURS - 7th last time out, 3rd before that over 3600m at Fontainebleau on 
February 19th in a Class 4 chase. Others make more appeal 

12. LA PAGAILLE - Three unplaced runs since a win on her debut over 3500m at Le Touquet on 
September 29th in a Class 3 hurdle. One to pass over 

13. ROYAL PALOMA - 5th on her last start over 3600m at Fontainebleau in a Class 4 chase on 
March 11th. Hardly inspiring form 

Summary: KUCHARSKY (4) has finished second in four of his last five outings and now has a 
strong chance to break his maiden. MAGUELON (1) produced a solid third in a Class 2 chase at 
this track early last month and can be competitive despite carrying top weight. MESSY (3) has 
been in excellent form and should put in another strong performance. LOLITA DES MOTTES (5) 
is inexperienced over fences but possesses talent and cannot be dismissed.
